(Messrs. Hudson. Pike, and Bill), we
read :  **There are few enterprises en-
joying public attention at the present
time that promisc more proiitable re-
sults than the multiplving of food
fishes in fresh water ponds. .. .It is
the belief of all who have studied the
subject, that fresh water fishes of all
kinds ean be multiplied almost indefi-
nitely. and so cultivated as to be im-
proved not only in quantity, but in
quality, and make to be the cheapest of
cheap food. This fact should be re-
peated over and over acain, until eve-
ry one has a patch of water on his
premises large enough for tadpoles
and shiners, can make it yield an abun-
dance of whalesome fish food, at not
half the trouble and expense with
which he cultivates a like patch of
ground. The foed thus produced is too
muth neglected by the farming com-
munity ; it affords elements of nour-
ishinent necessary to a healthful con-
dition of the body, for wijich no cheap-
er availabie substitute can be found.”
The Report desecribes 256 ponds of 5 to
2,000 acres each, aggregates 31,604
acres in Conn. alone.—*These contain |
a considerable number and variety of
food-fishes—although probably not a
thopsandth part of what this may be

r

made to produce at a little expense of |

time and money, Besides these (236)
large ponds, there are a greater num- |
ber of poyds less than 5 acres each,
that are in like manner capable of de-
velopment.””—We would like to see
a similar yepart of the capabilities of
other States. The subject is one of
great interest and importance to every
State. Those not abounding in lakes
and ponds, have rivers which may be
easily stocked with food-fishes, doubt-
less at a great profit.—dme-icgn Ag-
