Mr. Griflith expects some re-
lief from tramps when the State House
of Correction is opened, but the l.egis-
lature will have to make another ap-
propriation before that institution can
be put into operation.

In order to fully discuss and remedy

' the tramp nuisance, Mr. Grflith recom-

mends a State convention, to be held
in Baltimore in December, composed
of members of the State board of
county commissioners, aims-
house superintendents and trustees,
sheriffs, jailors, local committees, and
all others interested in remedying the
evil. Many of the oflicers enumerated,
he says, have spoken in favor of sucha
convention. In conclusion Mr. Gril-
fith recommended the appointment of
a committee of five by the association
to carry out the pmposul p'an. The
convention, he thinks, shouid also take
such action as will lead to correcting
defeets and abuses in jails and alms-
houses under the present system in
Maryland, and sccure all necessary
legisiation on the subject.
