| Garfleld’s Funeral Refreshments.

The committee appointed to audit
the expenses of the Congressional dele-
gation which attended the funeral of
the late President is reported to be in
a state of great anxiely lest some per-
tinacious member of the IHouse should
call for an itemized account of expendi-
tures of trip from Washington to Cleve-
land. The total expense incurred by
members of the House officially and un-
officially present at the funeral is about
seven Lthousand dollars, and of this it is
said that no less than seventeen hun-
dred dollars was paid for champagne,
brandy, whisky, cigars and lunch It is
alleged that three hundred dollars is
charged for cocktails alone and the
*lanch’ may be presumed to have
formed but an infinitesimal part of the
tolal expense,

At the ordinary dealers’ rates the
amount named would pay for about
forty cases of champagne, ten gallons
of choice brandy, thirty gallons of
Bourbon *“cold tea,”” two thousand
cocktails and twenty-five hundred im-
ported cigars, and the fact that this
list of refreshments or its equivalent
was disposed of by a comparatively
limited number of Congressmen proves
either that the carrying capacity of our
representatives is much greater than
of ordinary men or that the journey to
Cleveland was a prolonged and disrep-
utable debauch.

Representatives of the people in
State and national positions have too
long hbeen accustomed to make official
funerals the occasions for boisterous
and unseemlg junketing. The press
and the people are always reluctant to
criticise any bad taste or improper be-
havior at such times, when public sor-
row more or less profound, and respect
for the memory of the dead as well as
for the feelings of the living require
not only decency but dignity on the
part of all who assist at the ceremonies,
But there is a class of maudlin mourn-
ers who abuse the considerations of
the public on such occasions and a
thorough showing up would do much
to improve the deportment of men
whose position should forbid such in-
dulgences, It is to he hoped that
some member of the House will show
the moral courage to demand the ren-
dering of the items in the matter the
“refreshments’’ for the Garfield funer-
ﬂ.l.—f‘fzihtdefyhiu T'imes.
