By AcT of the recent Legislature all
collectors of taxes are required to set-
tle up their accounts with the county
commissioners on or before the first of
May in each county. All taxes, both
State and county, will hereafler be due
on August first of the year of their
levy. Those paid on or before Septem-
ber 1st, a discount of 4 per cent. will
be allowed:; 3 per cent. on those paid
before October 1st; 2 per cent. on those
paid before November 1st; 1 per cenl.
on those paid before December lst,
and on all unpaid upon Jamuary lst,
interest will be charged. Each col-
lector is required to sit for five days in
each month at some central place, se-
lected bv the commissioners, in his
district for the reception of taxes, due
notice of such sitting having been given,
and, at the end of each sitting to pay
over to the commissioners all moneys
received by him. After April 1st, all
uapaid taxes are Lo be collected by
regular process of law.

Deliberate Murder at Milford.

A cold-blooded murder took place

 just outside of Milford, Delawre, on

Saturday evening, 22d inst., the mea-
gre details of which are about as iol-
lows : James B. Deputy, a young man
about 22 years of age, who lives a short
distance outside of Milford, accompan-
ied by two friends visited the town
partly on business and partly on pleas-
ure. Aboul 8.45 o’clock all three
sitarted home in an open wagon, the
murdered man being seated in the cen-
tre. When just! outside of the town
the party noticed a man and woman
sitting alongside of a fence. The man
was recognized as C. P. Hallett, and
young Deputy thinking the lady was
his cousin, in a pleasant manner said,
“Good evening.”” His polite saluta-
tion was met with the reply, ““Go to
h—l1L.”" Young Deputy replied to the
epithet that he did not care to go when
the proprieter was not at home.

Hardly had the words been uttered
by Deputy when Hallett drew a re-
volver and taking aim discharged one
of the chambers, the bullet taking ef-
fect in Deputy’s right side. The wound-
ed man was at ooce taken to the
residence of his uncle in Milford, and
medical aid summoned. All efforts to
save his life were unavailing, as he
died in a few hours afterward. Before
dving the wounded man made a post-
mortem statement, detailing the shoot-
ing about as given above.

After the shooting Hallett was ar-
rested and taken before Esquire Ste-
vens, who held him in $1000 to await
the result of Deputy’s injuries. He
furnished the bail himself by deposit-
ing into the hands of the justice the
amount required and was released.

After the death of Deputy, Hallett
was re-arrested and taken to the jail at
Georgetown and locked up. The cold-
blooded murderer seems to be a des-
perate character, having shot a little
colored boy some years ago for refusing
to help load a cart with dirt. Ie was
tried for the offense and sentenced to
one year imprisonment, but after serv-
ing about one half of the term was par-
doned by Governor Fonder. For the
past two years he has been out in Min-
nesota trading with the Indians. He
intended to return there, but the in-
dications now are that he is done
trading with the Indians, for a time,

Hallett has been living in the West

CHAPTER 214,

Ax AcT to amend article six of the Code
of Publiec Local Laws, title *Carcline
County,” sub-title “County Commis-
sioners,”” oy adding additional sections
thereto authorizing the appointment and
election of a I'reasurer for said County;

Section 1. Pe it enacted by the General
