The
amouunt appropriated by these bills is
about one million and a half, repre-
senting according to the scaleapplicable
to such cases, an ultimate expenditure
of some six millions of dollars. And
these are but eicht out of the hundred
and twenty or thereabout which await
recognition. One or two feeble protestis
were made against the summary
method in which these bills are put
through, but as nearly every member
of the House has, cr expeets to have, a
bill for a public building in his pocket,
the desire to oblige those who were
fortunate enouch to be recognized by
the Speaker rose superior to all con-
siderations of party or public duty.
Mr. Holman was about the only mem-
ber who stood boldly up in opposition
to all of the appropriations, and he said
it was not so much against the bills
themselves as against the log-rolling
method of putting them through. lle
thought there ought to be some de-
mand for the buildings endorsed by a
committtee and by the Secretary of
the Treasury. The Dbuildings voled
are : one in Detroit, $200,000; one 1n
Denver, $300,000; one in Jackson,
Tenn., $60,000; one in Council Blufl|
£100,000; one in Peoria, Ill., F100,000;
and others in Lynchburg, Va., Galves-
ton, Texas, and Greensboro, N, U,
the first $100,000 and the other two
£50,000 each. The point of the thing
is that there is very little use for Gov-
ernment buildings in most of these
places,

The second postponement of the
Star-route trials to await the appear-
ance of John W, Dorsey, is another
evidence of the desire of the defendants
to delay the prosecutiom as much as
possible.
