Speech by Gov. Hamilton.

The Field of Politics

A8 VIEWED BY PROMINENT JOURNALS
IN THE STATE,

From the Baltimore Sanday.News.

'I'he preparations for the fall cam-
paign in politics have absorbed this
week the attention of both political
parties.

The meeting of the Democratic State
Central Committee and its action some-
what frusirated the enunciations of the
Hamilton banquet, but it is gratifying
to find both utterances in favor of ‘‘re-
form within the party.”” The congrat-
ulations on all hands that the pledges
of the Democratic party were fulfilled
this year by legislative enactments are
very encouraging to the future of the
party, and the expectation is general
that an entire fusion of all elements is
soon to take place.

It is regretted by some earnest Dem-
ocrals, howerver, that the ‘‘one hun-
dred”’ are still preparing not to come
into the regular organization, but to
keep aloof, and are holding meetings of
twenty-five persons or thereabouts and
without any public notice, selecting
delegates to a new committee of *‘one
hundred,’® without reference in their
selections either to the new registry or
new primary election law,

This year will witness a complete re-
organization of the Democratic party
in this cily and State. The work may
be troublesome and require skillful ad-
justing of forces to comply fully with
all the new requirements, but that har-
monious and earnest efforts to that
end will be made is evident.

The sentiment is universal, and it is
a good augury for the future, that the
party is bent on giving such full oppor-
tunities to all factions and interests to
display and exercise their strength at
the primaries, that there will be no
reasonable grounds of complaint
from either the most faslidious or
those who may be most deeply dis-
appointed. A majority of the party
votes fairly cast and counted in the
presence of interested witnesses will
decide every nomination and the most
eager and sanguine aspirants will be
gatisfied, if not with the result, at least
with the knowledge that it was fairly
obtained.
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Guiteau Must Die.

WasHINGTON, May 22.—The an-
nouncement that the decision of the
court in banc upon the exceptions in the
(zuiteau case would be read this morn-
ing attracted a large crowd. After the
assembling of court Justice James
read the decision, :

On the question of jurisdiction, the
Court find that the act was clearly of

murder cognizable by the courts of this
Diatrict. The next question was as
to whether or not error was committed
on the trial. On this point the Court
can find no error in the admission
of Mrs. Dunmore’s testimony., On
the other question of evidence there
was clearly no error. The last excep-
tion was as to the day fixed for the ex-
ecution, which, in the opinion of the
Court, did not constitute error. Justice
Hagner then spoke of the old law as it
existed in Maryland and held that,
under the Maryland act of 1785,,the
indictment would have been good _in
this district.  Chief Justice Carter
then made the following announce-
ment: “*‘The opinions which have been
uttered are the unanimous opinions of
the court; that a new trial is denied,
and the judgment below affirmed.”

The Smiles of a Pretty Girl.

The contestants of the will of John
Talley Johns, of BEaltimore, who ob-
tained a verdict in their favor some
time ago are not vet done with the
law. Counsel for the executiors have
raised the point that one of the jurors,
Bareda Turnoer, was not the requisite
age, 25 years. In 1nvestigating this
charge Assistant District Attorney
Edward H. Gans testified that on sev-
eral days of the trial he noticed a
young lady, Miss Caldwell, about 17
years of age, in the court room, and
he also noticed that she was constantly
exchanging glances of recognition with
the juror Turner. The young lady is
a daughter of Dr. Caldwell, of Balti-
more, and would be an heir-al-law un-
der previous wills left by Johns. Mr.
Gans also testified that he noticed that
when the jury was leaving the room
Turner would look back at Miss Cald-
well, smile at her, and would receive a
¢emile in return. This evidence was
reiterated by another witness, 1In his
own defense Mr. T. testifled that he was
under 25 years of age, having been
born March 4, 1858. He said that he
had not known the young lady before
the trial, but one day when the trial
wae going on he met her on the street,
and having often seen her in the court
room he bowed to her and she return-
ed the bow in a very pleasant way.
This happened on Charles street, the
fashionable promenade of Baltimore,
at the fashionable hour for a stroll. He
saw ber afterward at the Dime Mu-
seum, where he spoke to her, but only
about the curiosities and the living
wonders on exhibition. The next time
he met her was at the West End Skat-
ing Rink, quite a fashionable resort,
where he taiked with her only about
roller skating, and walked home with
her. Again, he met her at the circus,
and gave her some peanuts. Ie tes-
tified further that after the trial Dr.

Jaldwell thanked him for the verdict,
invited him to his house, and he had
introduced his gister to Miss Caldwell
and they had become quite intimate.
Conrades, another juror, said that on
one occasion during the trial Mr. Tuar-
ner put his arm around witness’s neck
and said: ‘‘How cam we give a verdict
against such a pretty girl as Miss
Caldwell?” The judge took the mat-
ter sub curia.
