all Europe in general, and of England in |
particular, as the real aduinistrator of the |

affairs involving, as by natural necessity, |
every kind of bickering and jealousy, office-
hunting and envy between the Turkich
rulers and the Egyptian people and troops
on the one hand and between French and
Fnglish seekers of oftices and positions,
civil and Il'ii“t';‘-l.r}', on the other, Hi;.ﬂ;ht'
here, in fact, is the real heart and core of |
the present soar and battle,

There can be no doubt thai the so-called
National party in Egypt had its origin in |
the discontent of the Fgyptian officers,
manifested openly in a pronuuciomento
which got itself uttered some filteen raonths |
ago and which was directed especially |
against the Turkish and Circassian ele- |
ments in the army. Up to that time Egypt |
was in a state of sweet content and tran- |
quility, willing enough that England
should be financial administrator of her |
and the world if she had the power, but |
utterly unwilling that Engliskh, French or |
Turkish officers should displace able native
officers of the Egyptian forees, and so also
control the army and military power, as |
well as the purse of Egypt. And there |
can be little doubt that whatever may be |
the sympathies of men to-day the calmn |
afterthought of the world will, on this |
gronnd alone, very largely justify tne |
awakening of the national spirit in Egypt |

and be readv to give the right hand of |
fellowship to Arabi, the one deep, strong |
and persistent head and heart of the move-
ment. I'he movement in it inception was |
a purely military one, and though at first
no civilian hardly sympathized with the
officers, yet their action was so bold, based, |
too, on pure principles of honor and led
by such an able leader that soon a strong |
feeling in favor of the *“*Kgypt-for-Egyp- |
tians” party set in through all the active
people, and though the movement was at
first ostensibly directed against the Turks |
there is every reason to believe that it was
not unfavoaably regarded at Counstantino-
ple. Ina word, for more than a year
Arabi and his “home-rule’” movement have
had the tacit sympathy of the Khe-
dive and the Sultan. Aund this explains
why all the powers of Lurope could not
compel the Sultan to interfere as against
Arabi—the real, acknowledgel hero of the
struggle, if not the coming mau. And this
nominal difticulty between Arabi and the
Sultan, eovering a real and deep under-
standing, explains all the strange move-
ments of the game during the last twelve
months and up to Lhe present hour, Nomi-
nally Arabi was uutil vesterday morning
defying the Sultan; practically and by un-
mistakable mutual understandirg he was
simply laying his plans ever deeper and
wider for a conflicc with the obnoxious and
conceited and everywhere getting too prom-
inent Christian. Here is the real key to
all the friction and shifting movements of
late between Lthe Apglo-French diplomatic
and fioancial authorities and the Egyptian
government. On this ground the Khedive
was forced to supplant a ministry which
bad werked well with foreigners by one
which was profegsedly hostile to them. And
on this grcund the Chamber of Notables
was convcked, and the National party,
grown in strength and influence, fearlessly
made its attacks on foreign control.

The Anglo-French officials were growing
fat and impertinent ou KEgyptian salaries,
and the Khedive was between two fires,
urged not to yield to the foreigner on the
one hand or to the native on the other. No
wonder he grew irresolute. No wonder
Halim I'asba plotted to supplant him, and
Halimm being a favorite and tool of France,
no wonder the French encouraged him;
and no wonker, again, that the native pai-
ty at tois hour despises the French with
unutterable contempt, though by first in-
stigating English iuterveution gnd then
cowardly backing out of bis position, M,
De Freycinet did seem to favor the Egyp-
tian interests. Arabi knows that M. De
Freycinet deserted the E.iglish not because
the French loved the Turk or the Fgyp-
tian, but because Dismarck shook his &u-
ger toward M. De Freycinet's face; and the
French, with good cause, being afraid of
that finger, their fleet, the first to fling its
guns toward Alexandria, was the first to
withdrgw, and now accupies, with their
officers and the whele French, on this
question, the most coptemptibie position

of any fleet or nation in Europe 3t this |
