great benetit to the world, and added

Thistles and Golden Rod.

Now is the time to gather thistles for
room embellishment., There may be
some who do not know how to trans-
form them into the white pufly balls
which are sold in the stores and on
the street. For such the following:
Gather them when in full bloom; those
gathered a little early will bloom in
water. Holding by the pink top, 1n-
sert a pocket knife under the green
poiuts nearest the stem aud bend back.
They will readily break off and tue
longer points will follow easily. The
next thing to do is to pull out the pink:
If they are fully bloomed this can be
done without taking any of the white
silky fibers that are laid bare on re
moving the green. Ilanz them then
by the stem in a sunny window a few
days and you bhave delicate pretty
things to fill the vase when the garden
and wild flowers are gone, They may
also be used eflectively to cover picture
cords, Then it is better to cut off the
stiff stems and strinz the ball on thread.
