Collector of Internal Revenue C.
Irving Ditty was recently informed
that ligunor dealers in Daltimore were
in the habit of shipping spirits conceal-
ed in other packages to local option
counties, Collector Ditty sent a letter
to Commissioner Raum inquiring if
this was permissible under the revenne
laws, which require all marks, brands
and stamps on packages containing
spirits to be open to inspection., The
commissioner replied that the practice
was not permissible under the revenue
law, and that no such packages must
be encased, but must be open, so as to
show marks, brands and stamps.

Whiskey by the Gallon.

The local option law, which prohib-
its the vending of spirituous and fer-
mented liquors in the Lhree counties
reached by the steamers on the Chop
tank—Dorchester, Talbot and Caroline
—has resulted in the establishment of
extensive sales from Balumore liquor
dealers to persons in these counties. It is
brought over by the gallon, but it is
often the case that a consignment of
three or four gallons is made to one
man. Especially is this so at the holi-
day season. Many who do without for
most of the year cannot forego indul
gence at this time of the year., For
a week or more the tri-weekly visits
of the steamer Enoch Pratt to
Dentomn have brought a dozen jugs
and demijohns to this place, and the
delivery at wharves further down the

corn. There is no such thing as glut-
ting the world's market with winter
apples. If every acre that will bear
good fruit as this large peninsula was
planted in winter apples, and every
tree bore full, it would make no percep-
tible difference in the price of apples and

shipped every where and the market is

increased prices, The people are cat-
ing and demanding more domestic
fruit every year. DPeople in cities pow
bay apples for food us regularly as they
buyv meats, and every man, woman and
child’s health is improved by a liberal
allowance of fruit food; and apples sup-
ply this food in a more convenicnt from
than any other fruit. Ina few years
thousands of acres of fruit land will be
bearing the finest winter apples, and
an acre of ground that will bring twen-
ty dollars now cannot be bought for
one hundred when ther trees come into
bearing. We honestly believe that any
farmer who will plant a ten or twenty
acre lot—if he will not plant more

apples and then cultivate them as care-
fully as he now does his curn field.
will, in a few years, reap an anoual
average reward of a hundred dollars
for every acre he has in apple trees.

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Apples Scarce and Dear.

In the unusual scarcity of apples
the prospect is they will get out of the
reach of most people in price. They
are held at $2 and $2.25 per bushel by
local dealers. The man who is fortu-
nate enough to have harvested a good
crop of winter apples has a source of
considerable revenue now at his com-
ma nd.

An exchance notices the fact that
this peninsula between the two bays
produces the best fruit in the United
States. For the last twenty years farm-
ers and fruit growers have paid more
attention to peaches than any other
variety of fruit, but for the last few
years all farseeing fruit growers have
commeunced planting apples with the
most gralifying result. Apples will
grow to perfection upcen almost any
soil that will produce corn, and exper-
jence has demonstrated the fact that
with the same care our soil and climate
will produce apples equal, if not super-
jor. to New York State, and the profit
is far greater than any other crop ever
handled in our section. The demand
for fine winter apples is so universal
that for the last ten years the supply
has never been equal to it; and a
bushels of good winter apples bas in
all these years demmanded a better
price than a bushel of corn, whilst an

acre in full bearing apple trees will

preduce from ten to twelve times as

To the Editor of the JOURNAL.
Would you allow me to venture a

few sugcestsons that [ am sure will
tend to the puclic welfare?

Our county schools are supported by
taxpayers generally, so that children of
poor and rich are educated alike. But
look deeply into the matter and see if
the system has not a hump oo its back

What is a county schooul buta a char-
ity one ? The originators of these in-
stitutions intended them for those par-
ents whose means did uot enable them
to pay private school teachers to give
th: ir children an elementaryv course of
instruction — reading, plain writing
and arithmetic to division.

Is this what county schools (or city
schools) are now? Notat all, All is
mixed up. Refined education is smat-
tered in with elementary iostruction.
A first grade school can command the
services of a high-toned teacher, some-
what equal to a college greduate,and ail
these subjects he has to teach by him-
self alone to a large number of pupils,
male and female of all ages and capaci-
lies, just when he chances to have
them in attendance, and at the end of
theyear what has the poor teacher been
able to accomplish? Nothing but a
slip-shod, picce-meal, smattering edu-
cation after all.

But put things in order; let the coun-
ty school teacher give the poor man’s
children a simple education, and send
the rich man’s 19 suitable institutions |
such as his purse can pay.

There are many taxpavers who have
no children, vet they must support the
fancy county school, shall it be called.
