to pretect the natural oyster-beds, that
it will only require a few more years of
indiscriminate oyster catching to en-
tirely clean up the oysters in the vi-
cinity. Five years ago about 30 men
constituted the number who were regu-
larly engaged in tonging oysters; to-
day they may be counted by the hun-
dreds. From 1576 to 1380 the averace
catch of two men per day was about
sixty bushels, which readily sold at
Oxford al prices ranging from 20 cts.
to 40 cts, per bushel. The average ol
two men this season will not exceed
25 bushels, and the weather up to this
time bas been unusually favorable.
The price paid by packers for such oys-
ters as are being caught now rarcly
ever exceed 25 cents per bushel, and
this class of oysters was unsalable a
few years ago. Oysters from the size
of a 25-cent piece to that of a silver
dollar are eagerly raked in by the
tongers and readily sold to the packers,
some as low as 16 cents per bushel
1f these oysters were allowed to remai:
undisturbed for two years longer they
would be three times as large and
would command double the price.

What is doing the most damage to
the oyster interests is the taking of
oysters from our waters to the New
Encland States by larce vessels at a
season of the year when the oyster is
spawning. These vessels, chartered for
the purpose, make their appearance
in the oyster districts early in the

spring, and buy from the tongers pay-

A new steam flouring and saw mill
was put in operation on Xent Island
recently, which promises to be a profit-
able investment for the owner as well
as a great convenicnce to the commu-
nity in which it is located.

Everything necessary to make it
comp lete was manufacturcd by the Nor-
dyke & Marmon Co., and sold by Emer-
son & Evitts, their Eastern Shore agént,
through Col. Wim. Henry Legg, of Kent
Island. It was set up ready for opera-
tion by Mr. A. L. Lash, of Indianapolis,
an expert millwright, who has the repu-
tation here, judging from his work on this
mill and the great satisfaction his work
has given both the ageuts for the sale of
the machinery and the owner of the mill,
18 master of his tracde and an honor to his
employers.
