He also removed at a later ex-
amination of the remains the liver,
kidneys, and spleen and delivered them
to Prof. Toory. The witness said that
from his own observation of the intes-
tines he was of the opinion that Beach-
amp died from poison administered in
the stomach,

Messrs., M. S. Mutchler and G. M.
Russum at this stage of the examina-
tion were announced as counsel for the
suspected parties, and Mr. Mutchler
asked that they be permitted to cross-
examine witnesses. Mr. Bryant yielded
and the witness in answer to a question
from the counsel for the defense, as
to why he thought the deceased had
taken poison into his stomach, said:
“We found all the vital organs in a
perfectly sound condition with the ex-
ception of the stomach ; from which
and the reports of the manner in which
Bechamp died, I am of the opinion
that he came to his death from poison.”

Dr. J. W. Hignutt assisted in the
post-mortem examination. He testi-
fied in substance the same as Dr.
Downes with reference to the dead
man’s stomach. He made two visits to
the house after the death. Mrs, Bea-
champ seemed in greal distress and
said if her husband had been poisoned
somebody clse had given it to him.
She told him (Dr. Hignutt) that her
husband had been sick the day before
the fatal attack, but recovered and the
next morning went out to feed the
stock, but did not do so and came into
the house again being too sick to re-

looked as if dying ; was snatching and
jerking in his limbs and his eyes dart-
ing about. Beachamp spoke to wit-
ness and said, I want you to stay
with me till I die.”” Ie said these at-
tacks eame on by spells. He continued
to jerk and caught witness by the
wrists andheld him until death released
the grip. Witness had heard some
talk about poison. Mrs. Beachamp
told him that she was afraid people
would accuse Lher of poisoning her hus-
band. James Abhearn came to the
house, without being sent for. Wit-
ness opposed holding an inquest, and
Mrs. Beachamp opposed it before he
did, and it was on account of her and
her friends that he bhad urged the
abandooment of the proposed inquest.
Witness saw Ahearn about the yard
aund in and out of the house,
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morning.
