There was an appraisement of the
effects of the deceased on Friday last
and the household goods turned topsy-
turvy, when the letter was found under
the carpet in the sitting-room. It was
addressed to his wife and read :

““Belle, I hope when you find this
note I will be dead and out of the way,
for I know tbal you would rather I was
dead than living, so I am going to kill
myselfand then 1'll be out of your way.”’

Mr. James R. Manoship, says he is
familiar with the hand-writing of Beach-
amp, as he has a promisory note from
him, and the letter isgenuine, though it
' is doubted by some. After the letter was
 found Mrs. Beachamp said to a repor-
ter: *“‘I believe Lhe letter was written
by my husband; he has often threat-
encd to kill himself but I have never
said anything about it because I be-
lieve his death resulted from natural
causes. I don’t know why he was un-
der the impression that I wanted him
out of the way. He had frequently
told me he had never believed the ru-
mors about me,and said that if the gos-
sips did not cease talking he would
take measures to make them, It was
said at the inquest that Mart. and
[ lived nnhappily. That’s not true; we
used Lo quarrel at times, but thequar-
rels are just the same as those that
may occur between any husbanc and
wife. I tried to make him a good wife,
and did as much as any woman would
have done. Ie had his short-comings,
but treated me well. IHe was sickly,
and nearly alwavs suffered with his
head. James Ahearn, the man with
whom my name has been connected,
was a friend of my husband, and they
were often together. The rumors were
caused by the littleness of village life.
When Mart. and 1 moved to Concord,
some of our neighbors began to borrow
almost everything we had. Mart. was
good-natured and allowed the thing to
2o on witnout objection, but it looked
to me like an imposition, and I put my
foot down on it. You will be surprised
to hear that so small a thiug should
embitter many of my neighbors against
me. The rumors were whispered at
first, but as time passed they assumed
huge proportions, and I believe were
generally thought true.  When Mart.
died, and I was accused of having con-
spired with James Ahearn to kill him,
I became frightened at the persistency
with which I was being persecuted. I
engaced lawvers to defend me, because
I did not know to what extent my ac-

cusers might go. Ahearn did likewise.
That accounts for our being represent-
ed jointly by counsel. I shall not move
away from Concord,bat I will leave this
house and go to live with my mother,
whose house is on the other side of the
the road.
