WASHINGTON, March 4.—After it
was all over at the Capitol to-day,
there was a gathering of choice spir-
its among the Republicans. It was
They saw nothing
in the past, present, or future to re-
lieve the prospect. It was agreed
that the work of the Congress which
had just expired would not satisfy the
country. The least satisfactory of all
was the Tarifl bill, which, if it should
come to-morrow before the same body
would fail by a stronger vote than
that by which it passed yesterday.

No excuse was pretended for the ut-
ter neglect of the interests of com-
merce, while at the same time the
jobs of Chandler, Robeson, and Roach
had received full attention.
