Canada thistles should be cut when
in blossom or before. Never let them
seed. One cutting in a season is not
likely to kill them, but by persever-
ance you can usually kill them out.
Plants cannot live without leaves to
breathe through. Keep them off and
the roots will die.

Sow winter rye during August and
September — the earlier the better.
The early sown will afford fine pas-
turage when that commodity is scarce.
The richer the land the greater will
be the quantity of seed necessary.
Five pecks to the acre is the usunal
amount, although two bushels of seed
are sometimes used. Early cutting
produces more weight and whiter
flour.

Whatever may be the cause of
bark splitting on one side near the
collar of young apple trees in rich
soil, the remedy advised by Dr. Hos-
kins is the true one — to wrap the
parts so as to keep the bark from
detaching, drying, curling off and ex-
posing the cambium. If this is done
early in October it sufllces. If the
wood is exposed a plaster of grafting
wax should be applied under the
wrap to prevent drying.

After potatoes have had their an-
nual rest, they are easily excited into
growth by a temperature of over 50
degrees, but before they have rested
they will lie in moist, warm ground
through the antumn months entirely
dormant, making no response to the
inviting conditions of germination
then present — genial warmth and
moisture; and those protected by the
soil during the winter from cold low-
er than 30 degrees sprout freely early
in spring.
