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A Bitter Election Contest,

BALTIMORE, Nov. 13.—At the late
election James Bond, Regular Dem-
ocrat, and Richard H. Allison, Fu-
sion, were voted for as candidates for
Clerk of the Superior Court of this
c¢ity. The returns after the close of
the polls showed the election of Bond
by 309 majority. The judges are re-
quired to make their returns within
ten days after an election. In the
First precinct of the ;iinth ward on
the day after the election tHe jpoll
books were noticed to be incomplete
in that the number of votes each can-

didate had received was omitted in
the certificate of the judges of elec-
tion, but the books were completed
before they were returned, The pre-
cinct gave Mr. Bond a large majority
and the friends of Mr. Allison claim
that the precinct be thrown out, thus
giving their candidate a majority.
In the Third precinct of the Kigh-
teenth ward on the night of the day
of election, after the tickets had been
counted, it was found that there were
59 more ballots in the box than
names on the poll books, giving Mr.
Allison such a majority that if the
First precinet of the Ninth ward was
thrown out he would be elected. The
return judges have met daily since
up to yesterday, but their proceed-
ings were not satisfsctory to Mr. Al-
lison and his friends. Mr. Allison is
the present clerk of the Superior
court, and as such is the custodian of
the tickets after they pass from the
return judges. Yesterday he invited
Mr. Bond to join him in a recount of
the ballots, but that gentleman de-
clined, as the organic law provides
that only the House of Delegates
shall make a recount of the ballots in
event of a contest.
his friends this afternoon pegan a re-
count of the ballots, which will require
a work of several days, as there were
cast at the 180 precincts in the city
56,609 ballots. So far only a small
number of the return judges have re-
fused to sign the returns, a few under
protest, and some five or six who in-
sist that Mr. Allison received a ma-
jority of the votes cast. It is made
the duty of the Clerk of the Superior
court to send the returns to the Gov-
ernor before any commission can is-
sne, but if a commission should issue,

{and the party receiving it shall be

found not to have been elected, then
another election shall take place in
thirty days. The muddle daily grows
thicker and there is a probability
that it will only be cleared by the ac-
tion of the House of Delegates, as the
contest is bitter and relentless.
