THE HORTICULTURISTS’ MEETING.

Interesting and Instructive Discussions-
Some Distinguished Visitors.

A very enteresting and instruetive

meeting of the Peninsula Horticul-’
tural Soelety was closed }‘t‘:-ztm'dn}'
evening in the Town Hall in this

place. Not for many years has such

' a gathering assembled in this eounty

—at least not since the days when
the grangers had a large member-
ship in Caroline, and when a great

which elieited a secore of short talks,
‘n the nature of a diseussion, 1n
whieh many of the most interesting
phases of the planting, and develop-
ing of the various varieties of ber-
ries and other fruits were explained.

The experiences of many were heard |

and the protessors gave useful in-
formation on points which had been
satisfactorily settled at the various
Experiment Stations and Agricul-
tural Colleges. The eonclusion seem-
ed to be general that deep ecultiva-
tion of the ground must always be
had before the setting of the straw-
berry plants; that a pateh should
not be allowed to remain more than
two vears in one place, and that ni-
trate of soda, applied judiciously,
not over 100 pounds to the acre, is a
good fertilizer for the fruit on nearly

?all kinds of soil. A number of

growers recommended the burning
over of the patches at the conelusion
of the season to rid them of 1nseets.

The red raspberry occupied some

| time and was an interesting theme.

Some of the visitors from a distance
had found the red raspberry a poor
erop, which was being abandoned
in some parts of the peninsula, but
a number of speakers from various
parts of this county and Mr. Wright,
of Delaware, very spiritedly eom-
batted the discounting of this fruit,

saying it still pays handsomely 1if

properly handled. Indeed, they

said, they had found it the most re-

munerative of all.

In the evening Mr. M. B. Stephens

delivered an address of welecome to

the large audience which had gath-

ered, and Prof. James S. Robinson

responded. Both speeches were re-
ceived with enthusiasm. Professor
Massey read an instructive paper on
appie culture, and a general inter-
change of views on this and kindred

subjeet followed.

The second day’s meeting of the
Peninsula Hortieultural Society

drew a larger number of visitors
' than the day before, and the large
hall was completely filled.

Several
hours in the morning were occupied
in diseussing apple calture, a long
paper on which had been read by
Prof. Massey, of the North Carolina
Experiment Station, the night be-
fore. There appears to be a revival
of interest in apple-growing, judg-
ing by the spirited taiks on the sub-
ject. Many present were of the
opinion that there is a bright pros-
pect for this industry on the penin-
sula. The various phases of eculti-
vation and the best varieties were
touched upon. Mr. Brown, of Cam-
den, Delaware, read a paper on ap-
ples and submitted a list of approved
varieties for peninsular cultivation.
He thinks that the main reason for
low prices of apples is due to large
shipments of poor fruit. If only the
well-matured, perfectly ripe fruit
were sent to market, good prices
would prevail, and the apple would
be restored to its rightful place as a
staple fruit crop. Mr. Brown gave
his views about planting orchards,
saying that it is a mistake to put
out many varieties.

DEATH OF HON. JOHN M. ROBINSON.

The Close of aLong and Honorable Career
. Sketch of His Life.

Judge Robinson’s last visit to Den-
ton was during the Oectober court,
and then he was here but a few days,
being suddenly called away to hear
a habeas corpws case. Up to the time
of his appointment as Chief Justice
the Judge sat with his associates on
the bench here at the fall term of
each year, but for the past few years
his inereased duties compelled him
to almost altogether forego sitting in
the Caroline court. The news of his
death was a shoek to the people here.

A SKETCH OF HIS LIFE.

John Mitehell Robinson was born
Deecember 6, 1827, in Caroline coun-
ty, being the second son of Peter and
Sarah Mitchell Robinson. His fath-
er was a farmer and plaunter. His
grandfather was a wealthy planter
in Sussex county, Del. The family
desecended from a Rev. Ralph Rob-
inson, a distinguished Protestant
clergyman of England during the
Reformation. Their ancestors set-
tled in Delaware over two hundred
years ago.
unated at Dickinson College in 1847,
and studied law with Carmichael &
He was ad-
mitted to the bar in November, 1849,
and settled in Centreville for the
practice of his profession. In Jan-
nary, 1850, he was appointed deputy
Attorney-General for Kent county,
and upon the adoption of the consti-
tution of 1851 was elected State’s
Attorney for Queen Anne’s county,
which office he filled for four years.
He practiced law with great success
till 1864, when he was elected Judge
of the Third Judicial Cireunit, em-
bracing the counties of Kent and
Queen Anne’s. This office he filled
until elected Chief Judge of the Sec-
ond Judieial Cireuit, November 5,
1867, which position he held at the
time of his death, being a Justice of
the Court of Appeals by virtue of
that office. Judge Robinson was an
indefatigable student, a profound
lawyer, and was always regarded by
press and people with great respect.
In politics he was a Demoecrat. He
was married in 1857 to Miss Marian-
na Emory. He leaves one son and
five danghters.

Judge Robinson was a prominent
candidate for the United States Sen-
ate before the General Assembly at
the time Hon. Ephraim K. Wilson
was chosen. In the long balloting
which ensued at that time he stead-
ily developed strength, and very
many men prominent in State affairs
ten years ago expressed the opin on
that had the contest gone ever an-
other day the Judge would have been
elected. The deceased jurist was
chosen for his second term of fifteen
years on the bench at the general
election of 1881, and his term would
have expired in 1897, before he
would have attained the age limit of
seventy years. His assignment as
Chief Judge of the Court of Appeals
was among the first of the official
acts of Ex-Goyernor Brown in con-
nection with the judiciary, which
met with warm approval from the
people. He was named to succeed
Chief Judge Richard H. Alvey, who
has recently been appointed on the
Venezuelan Commission.

Mrs. Eliza Brown, wife of Rev.
Charles Brown, a well-known Pres-
byterian minister, who for many
years was secretary and treasurer of
the Philadelphia Presbytery, died at
her home in the Quaker City on Jan-
nary 2d. She had attained her 88th
birthday. Her husband is over 90
yvears old. They had been married
more than 60 years. Mrs. Brown,
who was the eldest daughter of the
late William M. Hardeastle, was born
at Castle Hall, the ancestral home of
the Hardcastles. She was a sister
of Dr. Hardeastle, of this town. She
was a member of a family noted for
long lives, her father having been
considerably over 90 at the time of
his death. He had spent all of his
life at Castle Hall, which in the old
days was known throughout the
peninsula as one of the finest of
homesteads, where a charming hos-
pitality was dispensed. Rev. Mr.
Brown, the husband of the deceased
lady, is well known to our older cit-
izens. Years ago he was minister of
the Presbyterian Church in this
place, which building was long since
sold, and now is in use by a colored
congregation, and a church at
Greensborough. Mrs. Brown’s hus-
band, two daughters and a son, Mr.
William H. Brown, a well-known
