The storm of December 26th and 271th,
1773, was perhaps equally severe: the
cold was even more intense, and as oreat
aquantity ol snow fell.  In December,
1756, the year of Shav’s insurrection. a
areat quantity of snow fell, but the storm
was not solone or severe as the late one.
Coltton Mather of Boston, and Gowr. Win-
throp of New London have given an ac-
count ol an uncommon snow in Februa-
ry 1717; but according to their statement
it does not appear that it was much more
severe than the late one.  T'he population
then was comparatively thing and it was
several davs before people could visit
”Il'il' Iu'i::lllml's.

The storm of Dec. 26th, 1778, was
remarkable for the shipwreck of Captain
Magzee in the harbour of Plvmouth, when
most of his erew perished to the number
of seventy. He was in an armed brig.
[t was considered unusually cold for a
snow storm. That was ot the case
with the late storm; Sunday particularly
the temperatnre of the weathor was mod-
erate,
