We
once the chief articles of intel-
that seem to us to confirm the
hich we made on Thursday,in
the probability of war. Wecan
scarcely conceive how this eatastrophe
could be-averted, considering the state of
Belgium and Poland, and the dispositions
of the French people. Preparations for
it were multiplied and expedited with all
possible earnestness, by all the continen-
ta) governments. According to someac-
counts, hostilities had actually been re-
newed between. the Dutch and Belgians.
The Polish deputies to St. Petersburgh
could accomplish’ neothing; a vast Rus-
sian force impended, like a baleful cleud
on the Polish frontier.. But the first vio-
lent shock, the first torrents of bleod,
would clectrify and almost madden the
French, already fired with the old martial
spirit and revolutionary enthusiasm.

The Belgians were anxious, if not re-
solved, to be at least virtually united with
France; many of the leading French pol-
iticians, and, probably, the majority of
the French nation, thought that their

wishes should be met and gratified without

delay. King Philip refused the Belgian
crown whether for himselt or his son;
and his ministers laboured to preveat the
co-oper wtion of the French with the Bales.
They must, however, take the lead, ae-
cording to the popular impulse,.or be o-
verturned'and trampled down. On the
15th ult. a most important debate took

place in the French Chamber of Deputies

which is reported in the Journal des
Debats of the day, subsequent. Itis too
long to be copied entire, but we may
mention particular parts—the most sig-
nificative. Itaroseon a petition from an
inhabitant of Mons for the re-union of
Belgium with France. General La-
marque demanded forthwith to be heard.
He reprobated the timid, compliant for-
eign policy of the Ministers, as one wor-
thy of the government of Charles X, He
observed — |

“Peace is doubtless a precious treasure;
but without the rising of the Belgians—
without tihe insurrection of the Poles, who
imagined that our revolution was the sig-
nal of deliverance to the People,~—you
would have had war. Have you forgot-
ten the menaces of Prussia and the gath-
ering of her troops—the arrogant lan-
guage of the Russian Autoerat, and the
march of his troops? Have there ne!
been found inthe state offices of Poland,
and especially in its fortified places, irre-
fragible proof,ﬁ of the hostile projects of
these powers?”’

He declared that the foreign monarchi-
ex! governments were only practising a
ruce with revelutionary France; he bran-
ded the compacts of ¥815; and proceeded
to treat the conduct of the present cabi-
net, in repelling the Belgians and closing
their ears to the cries of the Poles, as a
halt :» the mud. Grea! agitation ensued
in the {hamber; a member exclaimed—
“You arethrowing all France into com-
me'ion.”  Lamarque proceeded to de-
nounce the English cabinet as 1n concert
with Metternich on the subject of the
Netherlands. General Sebastiani, the

minister of Foreizn Aflairs, answered
thus:

“He would be an imprudent minister
who, upon the mere presenting of a peti-
tion, should treat of questions of peace
and of war while negotiations are going
on upon whichy perhaps, the fate olg Ea-
rope depends. A langaage Has been put
into the mouth o! the King’s Ministers ut-
