Mr. Justice Baldwin delivered a very
long separate opinion. agreeing
in the conclusion to which the n
of the Court had arrived, but not concur-
ring in the views taken in the Opinion
which had been read.

separate opinion on the question.

Our own opinion on the subjcet is of
little consequence; but the reasoning of
the Court upon the Constitutional provis-
lons bearing upon the case appeared to
us to be conclusive.
