ourable dismission,

FXPENSES, &e.

It has not been thought advisable to establish
any commons. Board, including bedding, wash«
ing, and room.rent, may be had, however, in
private families in the city, for 120 dollars per
annum, The charges in the reguler. College
bills, will be, as follows; and are payable quar-
terly. and in advance;

COMMENCEMFENTS,

The Annual Commencements, take place in
February, when all Degrees are to be confer-
red. ‘The Faculty will assign to the Candidates
for the Baccalaureate, and for the Master’s De-
gree, the parts to be performed; and if any one
should refuse the part assigred, or neglect to
attend, his Degree muy he withheld.

VACATIONS.

The regular Vacations, shall be from the last
Wedn+sday in July, till the first Monday in
September—from the 23d of December, till the
first Monday in January—from Good Friday,
tll the Monday week following —and the
Fourth of July.

The alterations, in the course of studies,
which have taken place, on the late appoint-
