Robber taken.~The robber of the N.

ork City Bank, has been apprehended &
e principal part bf the money recovered.

e copy the following account of his

yprehension {rom the New York Com-
orcial Advertiser, which was handed to
em for publication by the counsel for

r. Bangs.

On Monday the 21st inst. between 7
nd 8 o’clork A. M Smith came to my
ouse with his baggage,in company with

cartman, and enquired of Mr. Bangs if

o could have board—stated he had just

srived. was shown a room, and a bed

oom. which suited him, and the cart-
an brought in his baggage He
alled himself Jones—stated he had
onsiderable business to transact while
the city, and would require his
eals inthe room, for which he would
ay extra. Soon after a person called
nd enquired whether Mr. Jones had ta-
en board there, and was shown to his
oom, where he remained a few minutes.
he same perfgn eontinued to call sev-
eral times daily to see him. Jones pre-
tended that he had much writing to do,
and therefore did not wish to be interrup-
ted. Mrs. Bangs, woman like, soon sus-
pected that all was not correct and com-
municated bher suspicions to me, and to
several other persons.

On Friday merning abont 9 o’clock,
the servant on bringing his breakfast
things down, observed, that Mr.” Jones
would not want any thing till dinner, and
did not wish to be disturbed, as he had
some particular business to transact with
a gentleman that morning, Soon there-
after the same person who had before vis-
ited him, called, and went up to his room
and remained there till after two o’clock.
Mrs. Bangs discovered from the yard
that the shutters were closed, except half
a shutter, which gave no light—her sus-
picions increased and she went to the
door and feigzned a pretence to ask him
if he wished a piteher of water, and the
same time attempting to-open the door,
for the pufpose of seeing what they were
doing---she found theoor locked and he
answered her enquiries that he wanted
nothing. He sent by the servant girl
half a do'lar down for an exta dinner for
the gentleman, & with orders to have the
table set below.

When at the corner of
Canal and Elm-streets, I told Ha‘yes that
he and his son had best (all behind, and
that my neighbor & myself would go to
the house and see if Jones had returned,
and that they should wait at the corner
of Grand and Elm-streets till T sent for
them.

way as directed by me. I took them up
stairs to Jones’ room, and shewed them
Jones’ trunks, which were opened by one
of the younger Hays’ keys, and in one of
the trunks was found the money—this
was about 9 o’clock P. M. Mr. Hays im-
mediately proposed to take the money to
his house, but | objected to that till we
took Jones, and requested the trunks to
be placed as before, and wait down stairs
in my room till he came. I secured the
gate and all the doors, so that no person
could get out nor in, other than through
the front door, and as Jones had taken
the night key with him, we were certain
to take him.

We all waited till about fifteemy min-
utes before twelve; when Jones entered
and went up stairs to his room, I discov-
ered that it was him; took a candle, pro-
ceeded up with my neighbor, J. Hays, his
son B.J. Hays, & Homan, & seized him.
