Saulsbury, who certifies, that Sangston
“presented his statement of (all) the mo-
nies” which (as he said) he received from
the collector, Gove Saulsbury, and the
“collector (ove Saulsbury) stated that

he had paid over (to the treasurer,
James Sangston,) all that he had re-
ceived” or collected. Whence it fol-

lows, that either James Sangston,or Gove
Saulsbury, was the defaulter, or that both
were defaulters. Thos. Saulsbury further
certifies “there was a small deficiency.”
Very well; I have stated, in the Intelligen-
cer, there was a deficiency; Sangston ac-
knowledges it, and Saulsbury certifies
it-—~therefore there can be no doubt of it
and consequently thus far my statement
is correct and true and of course not
slanderous.
