Mr. Adams observed that the petition:
which he had presented to the House di¢
not come from the State of Massachusett:
a portion of whose community he had
the honor to represent, but from citizens
residing in the State of Pennsywania.
These petitions had been transmitted to
him many months ago, with a request that
lie would present them. Although they
did not come from his immediate consti-
tuents, he could not refuse a request im-.
plying a degree of confidence in him for
which he was bound to be grateful. ¥From
a letter, by which the petitions were ac-
companied, he inferred they were from
persons belonging to the society of
friends——a class of men for whom he en-
tertained the highest respect—and a.
mongst whom, in his firm opinion, there
was as much of human virtue, and as lit-
tle of infirmity and error, as in any othet
class on the face of the globe. The pe-
tition (Mr. A. observed) asked two things
one, a consideration of the state of the
slave trade in the District of Columbia,
the other for the abolition of the slavery.
[{there were any thing in the present
state of the traffic in slaves which might
become a proper subject of legislation,
he would move that that portion of the
petition should be referred to the com-
mittee appointed on the aflairs of the
District of Columbia; with respect to the
other part, the abolition of slavery, the
petitioners probably expected he should
give it his support. He felt it his duty to
declare, that he should not give it his sup-
port. Whatever might be his opinion of
slavery in the abstract, in the District of
Columbia, he hoped it would not become
a subject of discussion in that House.

If such should be the case, he should
then state his reasons for diflering from
the sentiments of the petitioners, on this
subject. The honorable gentleman con-
cluded by observing that the most healing
medicines, when unduly administered,
beeame the most deadly poison.
