Post Office Departmeni.—Accerdiug, to the
report of the Post Master General the revenue
of his department, for the year e ding 30th
June, 1831, was 51,997 811: expenditure with.
in the same period, $1,935559, of which
¥635,028 was for compensation to Postmasters
% 1,252 226 for transportation of the mail. The
increase of the year ending at the time men-
tioned above, over the amount of the year pre-
ceding, was %147 228 the revenue of the de.
partment for the year exceeded the expendi-
ture in the sum of - 62,252, while for the two
years previously the expenditure exceed-
ed the revenue in 1829, %74,714, and in 1830
A82 124. This result s attributed to the fa-
vorable terms upon which the contracts were
made in the Southern division. The increase
of transportation during the year beyond the
amount of any former period was 638,702 miles
On the 1st of July 1831, the annual transpor-
tation of the mail was, in stages and steam
boats 10,728,948 miles—on horseback and in
sulkies, 4,740 344 miles making the whole
annual transportation equal to 15,468 692
miles. There were on the lst of July, 8686
Post Offices. The Post Master General states
that many improvements are in contemplation
to facilitate the transportation of the mails on
some of the routes, The surplus revenue at
the disposal of the Department at the period
just mentioned was %210 412, .
