wanagers shall p ocecd to act, they shall sever-

Sec. 2 A4 be it enacted, That it shail be
the duty of the treasurer of the Wester1 Shore
to oy to the board of managers to be appoint,

in all, the sum of twenty thougand dollars du.
ring the present year, to be apphed by them,
as they in their discretion shall think bestin
removing or causing to be removed such
sluves as may hereafter become [ree, and such
people of color as sre now free and may be
willing to remove out of the state to the colony
of Liberia on the coast of Africa, or to such
other place or places out of the hmits of the state

sons shall be willing to go to, and to provide
for their reception and support, at such place
or places as the said board may think necessary,
until they shall be sble to provide for them.

or persons shall  refuse to be removed
to any place beyond the hmits of this State,

and to contivue a slave,

Sec. 5. And be it enacted, That it shall and
may be competent for the orphans’ courts of
this State, and for Baltimore city court, to grant
annually & permit to any slave or slaves so man«
amitted as aforesaid, to remain as free
said county in cases where the said
courts may be satisfied by respectable testimo-
ny that such slave or slaves <o manumitted de-
serve such permission on account of their ex.
traordinary good conduct and character; Pro.
vided, such permit shall not exempt any manu-
mittor or his representatives or hns estate from
any liability to maintain any hereafter emanci.
pated slave, who, at the time his or her right
to freedom accrues, may he unable to gain »
livelihood, or be over fortyfive years of age at
said time and afterwardsbecome unal,le to main-
tain himself and herself.

Sec, 6. And be it enacted, That the said
Board of Managers shall in all cases where the
removal of a slave or slaves manumitted a8 a.
foresaid, shall devolve upon them, have full
power and suthority, whenever the same shall
be necessary and can be done with advantage
to hire out such slave or slaves so manumitted
and so to be removed, until their wages shall
produce a sufficient sum to defray all expen-
ses atending their removal, and necessur
support at the place or places ol such removal.

Sec, 7. And be it enacted, That the Treas.
urer of the Western Shore is hereby suthorised,
and required, for the purpose of paying tor
‘he transportation of the coloured population of
this State, ‘o borrow on the credit ot the state,
in certihcates of stock, not less than one thou-
sand dollars each, thesnm of twenly thou-
sand dollars, redeemable at the expira.
tion of lifteen years, st a rate of interest not ex.
cceding five per cent per annum;j and the faith
of the State is hereby pledged for the payment
of the said principsl when due and the inter.
est accruing sem' wnnually until paid, and the
noney so horrowed, 18 hereby appropriated to
pay for the removal of the tree coloured pop-
ulation ot the several counties of this State; and
the said 'reasurer 18 also requir~d to borrow,
n sumilar terms, and peyable at the lapse of
fitteen years from the date of the loan, such
further sum or sums as may be required to pay
the expenses incurred under this law, in remo
ving the free people of colour in thig state to
Liberia or elsewhere, beyond the limits of
this State—=Provided always that the amount
of loans made, shall not exceed two bundred
thousand dollars,

£ec. 3 And be it enacted, That for the
purpose of raising a fund to pay the principal
and interest of the loans authorised and required
by this act, the levy courts or commissioners
of the several countjes of this state, ss the case
may be, and the mayor and city council of Bal-
timore are hereby authorised annually during
the continuance of this act to levy on the as-
sesgadle property within their respective couns

family; the said listing and enumeration shali
cetnmence on the first day of June next, and
be completed within three months thercafter,
wnd the said sherifis shall make out two copies
of sail list and enumeration stating the names
sexcs and ages of the free people ot color, in
their respective counties and shall deliver one
copy to the clerk of their respective counties
whose duty it shall be to record the same ina
book by him to be kept for that purpose and
the other copy shall be by gaid sherifts trans-
mitted to the board of managers appointed un-
der thisact, and every sherifl’ failing to com.
ply with the duties pressrinad in this scction,
shall forfeit twe hundred dollars, to be recovers
erable in the county court of their respzctive
counties by action of debt or indictment.

Sec. 10 And be it enacted, that the compen-
sation of every sheriff and assistant shall be sl
at the rate of two dollarg and twenty five ceénts
for every fifty persons by hin returned, « 5.
s2pt where such nergon resides in the ot}
of Baltimore, where such Sheatl’ or assistant

twenty five cents for three thousand, and at \he
rate I one dollar & twenty five cents for every
thfee hundred persons gver three thousa d
residing in the eity of imore, which said
compensation shall be levied on the sgstssa-
ble perty within the respective counties,
and be coll~cted inthe same manner and by
the said collector or collectors as county char-
zes are collected, and be by them paid over to
the person entitled to receive the same: Provi.
ded that the Levy Courts or Commissioners of
the respective counties, and the \layor and Ci
ty Council of Haltimore as the case may be, may
if they deem 'he compensation hereby allow:d
inadequate, allow such further compensation as
they may leem proper

Sec. 11 And be it enscted, That the several
sheriffs of the counties of this state shall, trom
time to time, make report to the said board of
managers of such, of said free people of colour
in their said counties as they shall find willing
to remove from the State, stating therein the
names, ages and circumstances of such persons,
and the place or places beyond the himits ot this
State to which they are willing to remove, snd
whether they are or are not sble to defray the
expenses of such removal; whether anv such
means are provided; and it shall be the duty
of the said board of managers whenever they
shall ascertain by the said rsportg of the said
sheriffs or otherwise, that such persuns of color
are willing to remove from the State, to make
a register of their names and ages, and take
such measures as they may think necessary for
their removal as soon as practicanle, either to
the colony of Liberia, or to .nch other place or
places beyond the Iimits of this State which the
said bosrd may approve of and to which they
may be willing to go, and it shall be the duty of
said board, if there shail be oflered to them
more than they can send in any one year, from
the different counties as aforesaid, to apportion
the samne among the said eoumties, aceording to
the number respectively of their (ree people of
colour, as appears by the last census,

Sec. 13 And be it enacted, Tbat nothing in
this act shall be taken or construed to extend
to any slave or slaves who may be entitled to
his, her or their freedom hereafter, by virtue of
any deed of manumission executed and record-
ed according to law prior to the passage of this
act, or last will and testament dn‘y admitied to
probate belore the passage of said act, unless
he, she or they shall consent thereto.

AN ACT

Relating to Free Negroes and Slaves.

Scetion | Be it enacted by the Gencral As-
sembly ot Maryland, That after the passage ol
this act, no tree negro or muktto shall emigrate
to, or settle in this Stute; and no (ree negro or
free mulatto belonging to any other State, dis-
trict or territory shall come 1nto this State, and

herein remain for the space of ten successive

days, whether such tree negro or mulatto in.
tends ﬁcttll-.[{ in this State, or not, under the
pensity of Kfty dollars for esch and cvery week
such person coming into, shsll thereafter re-
main in th's State; the one half to the informer
and the other half to the sherilf for the use of
the county, to be recovered on complaint and
conviction before s justice of the peace of the
county in which he shall be arrested; and any
{iee negro or mulatto refusing or neglecting to
pay said fine or fines, shall be committed to the
juil of the county, and shall be sold by the
sherift at public sale, for such time as may be
necessary to cover the aforesaid penalty, fir<t
swving ten davs nrevious notice of such sale:
and the said sher:fl, after deducting prison
charges and a commission of ten per centum,
ihall pay over one hall of the nett proceeds to
the informer, and the balance he shall pay over
‘o the Levy Cou:t or Commissioners as the case
may be, for the use of the county.

Sce. £ And be it enacted, that no person in

this State, shall herealter hire, employ or har-
bour any free negro or mulatto who shall emi-

neighborhood, as may be duly suthorsed by
such licensed or ordained preacier, during the
continuance of such meeting; and if any such
meeting shall be held without being conducted

as aforesaid, they shall be considered as unlaw-

ful and tumultuous meetings, and it shall be the

duty of the nearest constable, or any other civil

officer knowing of such meetings, either from
his own knowledge or the information of others
to repair to such meeting and disperse the said
negroes or slaves; and if any such constable
shall fail to comply with the provisions of this

act, he shall be subject to a fine of not less than
five nor more than twenty dollars, at the dis.
cretion of a justice of the pesce of the county

in which he resides, whose duty it shall be to

impose the fine, on information being given for
such neglect; and return the proceedings and
judgment on the same (o the clerk of the coun-
ty, who shall enter it upon the proper docketl
to be collected and applied as other fines and
torfeitures now are; provided that this act shall |
aot interfere with any right of sn owner or em.
ployer of any slave or slaves, to allow his own
servants or those employed by him or her, to
have prayers or other religious service upon

An additional supplement to the act r:{
December session eighteen hundred and-
twenty seven, chapter one hundred and
seventeen, entitled, An act to Regulate
the Issuing of Licenses to Tyaders
Keepers of Ordinaries, and others.

SectioN 1st.  Be it enacted by the General s~
sembly of Maryland, That from and after the
first day of May next, for every license applied
for uudver the second section of the said original
act, and before issuing the same, the clerks ot
the several county courts, and of Baltimore
city court, shall demand and receive for the
use of the State, as herein provided, over and
above the fee now allowed by law to the sher-
iffs of their respective counties; that is to say,’
if the applicants stock of goods, wares or mer-
chandize generally on hand. at the principal
season of sale, be worth not mere than one
thousand dollars, the said clerk shall demand
& receive as aforesaid the sum of twelve dollars;
if more than one thousand and not more than
two thousand dollars, the sum of fifteen dollars;
if more than two thousand, and not more than
five thousand dollars, the sum nl'twent_v dollars;
if more than five thousand dollare, and not
more than ten thousand dollars, the sum of

not more than twenty thousand dollars the sum
