unless he shall have been detained by sickness
or coersion, of which he shall bring a certificate
he shall be regarded as a resident of another
State, and he subject it he return, to the penal.
ties imposed by the foregoing provisions upon
tree negroes and mulattoes of another State,
migrating to this State: Provided, that nothing
contained in this act sha!l prevent any iree ne-
gro or mulatto from visiting Liberia and retur-
ning to the State whenever he may choose to
do so.

Sec. 3 And he it enacted, That nothing in
the two preceding sections hereof, shall be con
strued to extend to any free negro or mulatto
that may be engsged in navigating any ship,
vessel or boat under a white commander, or
any wagoner or hired servant travelling with
his master or emanlover, or such as may Inw!.ully
come into this State, and be detsined by sick-
ness or other casualty.

Sec. 4 And be it enacted, That it shall not

be lawfu) from and after the first day of June
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Sec. 7 And be it enacted, That it shall not
be lawful for any tree negro or negroes, slave
or slaves, to assemble or attend any meeungs
for religions purposes, unless conducted by a
white licensed or ordained preacher, or some
respectable white person or persons of the
neighborhood, as may be duly authonised by
gnch licensed or ordamed preac’ er, during the
continuance of such meeting; and 1f any such
meeting shall be held without being conducted
as atoresaid, they shall be congidered as unlaw-
ful and tumultuoas meetings, and it shall be the
duty of the nearest constable, or any other civil
officer knowing of snch meetings, either from
his own knowlzdge or the information of others
to repair to such meeting and disperse the said
negroes or slaves; and if any such constable
shall fail to comp'y with the provisions of this
ant, he shall be subject to a fine of not less than
five nor more than twenty dollars, at the dis-
cretion of a justice of the pesce of the courly
in which he resides, whose duty it shall be to
impose the fine, on information being given for
such neglect; and return the proceedings and
judgment on the same to the clerk of the coun-
ty, who shall enter it upon the proper docket
to he collected and applied as other fines and
torfeitures now are; provided that this act shali
not interfere with any right of sn owner or ems
ployer of any slave or slaves, to allow his own
servants or those employved by him or her, to
have prayers or other religions service npon
his own land; and provided also, That nothing
contained in this sct sh' "' be construed to pres
vent the ass~mhlage, within the limits of Balti-
more city and Annapolis city, ot such slaves, or
free negroes and mulattoes fnr.Ihe purpose of
religious worship, it said meetings are held in
compliance with the written permission of &
white licensed ordained preacher, and dismiss.

Sec. 8 And be it enacted, That all free re.
croes or mulattoes who simll be found associa.
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issued by said clerk to any person from whom

such negro or mulatta so obtaining a license as
sbove, shall enter in recogmzance with such
sureties and in such condition and penslty as
the said courts or either of them shall approve.,

See. 12 And be it enacted, That i’ any tree
negro or mulatto shall be convicted of any
crime committed after the passage of this act,
which may not, under the laws of this State; be
punished by hanging by the neck, such free
negro or mulatto may, in the discretion of the
court, be sentenced to the penalties and pune
ishments now provided by law or be banished
from this State by transportation into some fore
eign country.

December session eighteen hundred an
twenly seven, chapter one hundred and
sevenleen, entitled, An act to Regulate
the Issuing of Licenses to Traders,
Keepers of Ordinaries, and others.

Secrion 1st.  Be it enacted by the General As=
sembly of Maryland, That from and after the
first day of May next, for every license applied
for under the second section of the said original
act, and before issuing the same, the clerks of
the several county courts, and of Baltimore
city court, shall demand and receive for the
use of the State, as herein provided, ovgr and
above the (ee now allowed by law to ‘he sher-
iffs of their respective counties; that is to say,
if the applicants stock of goods, wares or mer-
chandize generally on band. at the principsl
season of sale, be worth not more than one
thousand dollars, the said clerk shall demand
& receive ns aforesaid the sum of twelve dollars;
if more than one thousand. and not more than
two thoussad.dellars, the sum of fifteen dollars;
if more than two thousand, and not more than
five thousand dollars, the sum of twenty dollars;
if more than five thousand dollars, and nog
more than ten thousand doMars, the sum of
thirty dollars; if more than ten thousand, and
not more than twenty thousand dollars the sum
of forty dollars; if more than twenty thousand
doYars, the sum of fifty dofars shal be demdb-
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
