TO HAVE EGGS IN WINTER.—The
queslion is olten asked, “Why can not hens
be made to lay as well in winter as in sum-
mer:” They can, t3 a certain extent: but
they require as a condition, that they be
well provided with warm and comfortable
lodging, clean apartments, pienty of food,
pure waler, gravel, lime, fine sand, and
ashes to roll and bathe 1n.

There seems naturally to be two seasons
of the year when bhens lay; early in the
springz. and afterward in summer: indicating
that if fowls were left to themselves, they

would. like wild birds, produce two broods
In 3 vear. '

Early spring-hatched birds, it keptin a
warm place and fed plentifully and attend-
ed to, will generally commence laying
about Christmas, or even somewhat earlier.
