We knocked, and
and tried the door to gain admittance,
for one of the young ladies expressed her-
self ready to drop down with fatigue, but
the inmates had probably availed them-
selves of the Sunday’s cessation from la-
bor, and gone visiting. We were obliged
to scat ourselves without, on an old wagon
body half full of Irish polatoes.

The walk home was accomplished in the
dechining light of that glorious Autumn
day. Sourely our time had not been mis-
spent. We had bad a sermon preacled to us,
in those mountain woods—our hearts had
beep lifted in the contemplation of so much
beauty and glory, liom &a!uro, upto Na-
