IN a recentnumber of the Charleston
Courier, there is a curious and wnteresting
commuaication, touching ccrtain new uses -
which colton may be applied. [t seems
that a gentleman of South Carolina, by -
the name of Legare, bas been for many .
years engaged in experimenting upon’ the
fibres of cotton wnod, with a view of com- '
pressing them into a permanently solid °
form. He first succeeded so lar as to cre-
ate a compact substance, which was upe-
lastic, plastic under the fingers, ‘and hard
as wood. He called it cotton wood, and
caused ‘various articlesof furnitureto be
fashioned from this novel material, for s
own use. One or two of these were exhib-
ited at the South Carolina Institute, and
obtained the gold medal. He next went
one step further, and obtained a plastic
substance. fire and water proof, and pos- °
sessing every quality desirable in the Hest
roofing. From this it was but a step to the
construction ol a maternal sujtable for ver-
tical walls, and capable of any amount
of moulding and relief. So that if: the
statements and anticipations of the corres-
pondent of the Charleston Courier are cor-
rect, a2 house may be built from foundation
to roof-tree of compressed cotton, nearly
as hard as stone, and quite as impenetrable
to the elemeants; and it may be built in half-
the time 1t would take to lay the bricks'm ;
a brick house ol the »ame size, and at a-
hout one-third of the cost. The workman
has ample opportunily to give the surface
any appearance he pleases; it may be
smooth or corrugated. plain or wrought into
any forms that taste or fancy may prescribe.
And in the preparation ol this material, all
the refuse and worthless cotton ol the
plantation, and even the sweepings of cot-
ton factories, hitherto rejected even by the
paper maker, may be freely used.
