PROTECTIVE POLICY MEANS PERMA-
NENT PROSPERITY.

American Protective Tariff League’s An-
nual Address to Voters — Democratic Slo-
gans No Longer [Have Effect—-A New
Snare Invented by the Enemy.

The annual address of the American
Protective Tariff league, prepared by
Hon. Joseph E. Thropp, at the request
of the board of managers, is as follows:

To the American Voter:

Since our last annual meeting much
has occurred to justify the organiza-
tion and continued work of the league.

The protracted discussion of the tariff
by the enemies of the protective system,
who had been intrusted by the vote of
1892 with the control of the govern-
mens, and the widespread suffering
which resulted through their vicious
distortion of facts, had a tendency to
ocause the more timid protectionists to
become discouraged, and they seemed
willing to compromise on almost any
terms. Some senators became so alarm-
ed, as the condition of the country con-
tinued to grow worse under the strain,
that they feared to resort to extreme
measures to prevent the passage of a
tariff reduction law, lest their constita-
ents, in their anxiety for ‘‘peace at any
price,’’ might not sustain them.

We felt this depression, fear and un-
certainty, but knew that the battle was
for the industrial welfare of our people
and country, and we strongly urged sen-
ators to resist tariff reduotion to the ut-
most, believing that a few weeks of un-
certainty were far preferable to several
years under a bad law. All did not re-
sist as we had urged, and the result is
the burden of a mongrel tariff law.
This law affords inadequate protection
to our workingmen and industries,
fails to renew prosperous times and
does not afford enough revenue to meet
the expenses of the government.

The league had to contend against
the discouragements referred to, but its
officers felt that the cause which we ad-
vooated was the people’s cause, and
that the appeal should be made to the
people’s representatives. Efforts to gain
needed support were systematically
pushed; means of reaching the people
through the press of the country were
largely increased; facts showing the re-
sults of tariff tinkering were carefylly
gathered and widely circulated; whole-
some truths were constantly presented
to the thoughtful voter to show him the
dangers which confronted him. The wis-
dom of this course has been fully vindi-
cated. The revolution which tookYgmece
in the public mind, a5 s»2wn in Novem-
ber last, has never been equaled in our po-
litical history. Catch words or phrases
no longer blind the people. Such slogans
as ‘““The tariff is a tax,’’ ‘““‘Robber bar-
ons,”” ‘““Taxing the many to enrich the
few,’’ eto., no longer have effect.

The newly invented phrase, ‘‘Tariff
agitation must be suppressed because it
injures business,’’ is a purposely mis-
leading spare of the enemy. The people
know that all American interests grew
and were made stronger during the dis-
cussion of the law of 1890, more and
more as it was made manifest that safe
protection of our industries would pre-
vail, and not a single American interest
was injured. On the other hand, after
the election of 1892, as it became more
and more certain that protection would
be weakened, industry after industry
felt the blighting effects of threatened
free trade, which culminated in the pas-
sage of the Wilson-Gorman monstrosity.

The people are in favor of protection.
They are determined to have the Ameri-
can markets for American products. If
those who should be their leaders and
champions lack courage, the American
voters do not.

Now that a calm review of the situ-
ation can be taken it seems proper to ex-
press clearly the views and policy of
the supporters of the league. We be-
lieve that our country has varieties of
soil and climate enough to produce
nearly if not all that we as a people
need, and that hidden beneath the sur-
face are mineral resources sufficient to
add to our comfort and wealth We be-
ileve in developing these wunder an
American policy and an American sys-
tem of wages. We believe in considering
first our own markets—the best in the
world—and protecting them: then we
favor trading with foreign nations where
the result is trade and not simply pur-
chase—in other words, reciprocal trade.
We know that if we produce what we
need and sell it within ourselves we as
a nation have both the products and the
money—the wealth—while if we per-
mit other nations to produce and sell
to us we may have their produocts, but
they will have our money.

Protection laws are not sectional, but
apply in their benefits to all portions of
our land. The people by their votes
have indorsed this view. For the first
time in many years the ‘‘solid south’’
has been broken, and protectionist sen-
ators have been elected from the south
to belp restore the United States senate
to the friends of protection. The people
have learned that no wall divides the
north from the south, the east from the
west. The tariff laws, which have en-

The advocacy and discussion of a
lower tarif have invariably brought
rrin and destruction; but, on the con-
trary, the advocacy and discussion of

protection have brought success and |

stability to every American interest.

We do not believe in a tariff for rev- |

enue with incidental protection, but we
do believe in a tariff for adequate pro-
tection. We know that the wisdom of
the friends of protection will, in the fu-
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ture as in the past, be capable of devis- |

ing means to supply all the revenue that

 is needed to maintain the public credit.

Democerats Are Now {1 jing to Make the Cur-
rency Question the Scapegoat —Friends of
FProtection Musl Avold Falling Into the
Trap - Keepn Up Tarif Discussion.

The oiie groat gquestion at issue in the
elections of last November was the tar-
iff, and the 1results of those elections
marked the greatest victory in the his-
tory of proiection. The echoes of that
great victory have not ceased to rever-
berate, and yet already the tariff ques-
tion seems to have dropped out of the
public mind.

This is in a degree not unnatural,
since no protective legislation is possi-
ble in the present congress. But there is
great danger in letting the tariff drop
80 completely out of public discussion.
Free traders, who have seen the cause
of free trade laid low in the recent elec-
tions, are only too glad to divert puhlic
attention to some other question. It is
well for protectionist leaders to be on

| their guard and not to be led away by

the wiles of their opponents.

Free traders would gladly make a
soapegoat of our currency system upon
which to lay all the sins of their un-

American policy of free trade. This is |

but a repetition of the tactiocs which
they pursued before the destruotive Gor-
man bill was passed. The scapegoat then
was the Sherman bill. To that they
claimed was due all the evils which had
overtaken the country since the elec-
tion of a free trade congress and a free
trade administration. So successful
were they that a special session of con-
gress was called for the one purpose of
repealing the Sherman law. The law
was repealed, but distress and disaster
were as widespread as ever.

The people’s eyes began to be opened
to the true cause of the disaster which
had come upon the country. The pas-
sage of the Gorman bill finished the
work of opening their eyes, and at the
November elections the voters arose in
their might to strike the deathblow to
free trade.

The free traders, defeated in a fair
battle, now seek to weaken the effccts
of the great victory won by protection
and are in full chase after another scape-
goat. This time the scapcgoat is our
whole currency aystem— PO thiatare 1a)
all the evils, both new and old. This
action on the part of the free traders is
not surprising. The amazing thing is
that some protectionist leaders have fol-
lowed the lead of their opponents, as
they weve not beguiled into doing at the
time of the repeal of the Sherman bill.

At the special session of congress
called to consider the repeal of that bill
Senator Lodge offered aresolution to the
effect that there should be no tariff leg-
islation until 1895. To those who had
accepted the clawnor of the free traders
as truth, and who laid the distress of
1893 to the Sherman bill, this resolu-
tion seemed irrelevant. But in that reso-
lation Senator Lodge had but voiced
the opinion of all protectionist leaders
that the disaster which had come upon
the country was due solely to the threat
of tariff reform which lay in the elec-
tion of the present administration.

It behooves protectionist leaders to be
equally vigilant and outspoken now.

One on a “Tariff Reformer.”

The feeling of ‘‘tariff reform’’ is kept
alive by such stimulation as that of The
Democrat of Bakersfield, Cal., which, in
an editorial article, attacks the Twine
trust, explaining that ‘‘under the great
and glorious McKinley law’’ it pays
dividends on a nominal capital of $30, -
000,000, watered up from $7,000,000.
As this refers to the National Cordage
company, which failed, went into a re-
celver’s hands and has been reorganized,
the ‘‘dividend’’ featureis a joke. Some
more interesting news is obtained from
the same source—to wit: ‘It costs the
Twine trust 4 cents a pound to manu-
facture twine, which it sells for 14, 15
and 16 cents per pound.’’ This state-
ment was made in the same month that
the McCormick Harvesting Machine
company sold sisal twine to farmers in
Minnesota for 6!4 cents a pound. —
Manufacturer, Philadelphia.

World’'s Markets Closed.

The most evident effect of free trade
i8 the increase in our imports. When
the present tariff law was under discus-
sion, the advocates of the bill freely ad-
mitted that, in order to supply sufficient
revenue, an increase in imports would
be necessary. They claimed that we
would pay for our increase imports with
increased exports. Facts have not justi-
fied their assumption. The Gorman bill
closed our manufactories, paralyzed our
industries and tremendously reduced the
volume of our production. Instead of
paying for our imports with our export
products, we are paying for them in
gold.

The Right Sort of Oven.

By using thé following tests one may be
reasonably sure of getting the proper heat
for the various kinds of baking :

For sponge cake and pound cake have heat
that will in ive minutes turn a plece of white
paper vellow.

For all other kinds of cut cake, use an oven
that will in ilve minutes turn a plece of
white paper dark brown.

FFor bread and pastry, have an oven that
will in five minutes turn a piece of white
paper dark brown.

When the oven is too hot at first, a crust
forms on the bread or cake, which prevents
its rising. It is better when baking bread
and cake, to have the oven a little slow at
first and Increase the heat gradually.

When baking puff paste, the heat should be
greatest first and decrease later. This is to
Keep the paste in shape.

When the oven 1s too hot the temperature
may be reduced by putting in it a pan of
cold water. |

When baking in an oven th tis too hot at
the top, fill with cold water a dripping pan,
which is about an inch deep and place it on
the top grate of the oven. Should the oven

| be too hot on the bottom, put a grate under

the article thatis to be baked.—Frances M.
Benson.

In Cases of Croup.

A standard medical authority says the first
thung to do for the child is to put his feet
into as hot mustard water as he can bear.
and be sure that the room is very warm.
Before putting him to bed give him syrup of
ipecac In teaspoonful doses until he throws
Off the clogging phlegm. For external ap-
plications take two tablespoonfuls of tur-
pentine, and four tablespoonfuls of goose
oll, or sweet oll, or larda oil, mix well. and
rub thoroughly on the outside of the throat.
Saturate a lannel and lay it over the chest
and throat. Hot bricks, or bottles fllled with
hot water, should be placed at the child’s
feet and at the sides of his body to Induce
perspiration. Keep him carefully covered.
After the vomiting, the bowels must be kept
open witin syrup of squills. The best drink
for the child Is slippery-elm water. After
the weakening effect of ipecac and squills
give plenty of nourishment to keep up the
strength, but little solid food.
