Legg and Margaret logg. For a
number of years he farmed and in
18561 he taught the public school in
the neighborhood: Iu that same
year he was elected to the legislature
and served in 1860 and 1861, both
of the terms having been memorable.
A number of famous measures were
passed by that legislature, which
convened in Frederick City. To
avoid Butler the lawmakers soon
found themselves meeting near the
Confederate camp at Harper's Ferry.
In 1868 Colonel Legg was agnin
elected to the li*giﬂlﬂtllrl' He re-
moved to Denton in 1872, and there
published the Denton Journal for
about five years. He sold the paper
in 1878 and returned to his home
and farm. In 1882 Governor Ham-
ilton appointed him a member of the
State Oyster Commission, He was
chairman of the committee that re-
ported the bill that gave the state its
first oyrter police law. In 1886 he
was appointed deputy surveyor of
the port of Baltimgre and served 4
vears, In 1890 he moved from Bal-
timore back to this county, making
his home in Centrevillee, He later
moved back to Baltimore, Colonel
Legg was & chawpion of the oyster-
men of the Eastern Shore, and be-
cause of his interest in the oyster
question he was usually, when a
member of the legislature, chairman
of the Committee on Chesapenke bay
and its Tributaries. No man in the
state enjoyed the oystermen’s confi-
dence and esteem more than he, and
they accepted his opinion without
question on matters of legislation af-
fecting their interests, The late Gov-
ernor Groome was a warm personal
