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Fresh Blood In Corn.
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Green Forage for Hogs.

A timely bulletin has just e
sued from the Missour! Experiment sta-
Ltion by Dean H. J., Waters, glving the
results of some expoeriments to deter
mine the value of different
crops lor hogs,

Thirty-gix plgs welghing about fifty
poundsg each were fed In lots on differ-
forage in connection with
corn until they were ready for market,
accurate account belng kept of the
cost of gnins made.

In cheapness of gains. the feeds used
ranked as follows: Corn and skim-
milk, cheapest; corn and alfalfa, sec-
ond; corn and red elover, third; corn
and bluegrass, fourth: corn and rape,
ifth; corn and ship stuff, sixth,

A saving of about 75 cents a hundred
in the cost of gain was effected by
using green clover instead of fresh
bluegrass. A saving of 31 a hundred
wak effected by using alfalfa instead of
bluegrass.

When it 1s realized that alfalfa comes
on early, and when properly elipped
slays green all summer, and until the
very hard freezes of early winter, its
importance a sa hog pasture is upq’nr-
ent.  Clover ylelds more forage  per
acre than bluegrass, and as shown by
these experfments has a much higher
feeding value, It is of the utmost im-
portance therefore to provide this sort
of pasture for hogs rather than (o re-
quire them (o run on a bluegrass pas-
ture, or even worsge than hluegrass, a
tUimothy pasture, or even far wWOrse
than this, to confine them in a dry lot
In the summer time.

This bulletin recommends a succes-

slon of crops for profitable hog pas-
ture,
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. Green Manuring.

Green manuring 18 much talked
about but little practiced, except inci-
dentally.

Clover creps are too valuabls to be
plowed Into the soil: It pays bstter to
feed the clovkr to the stock and use
the manure for enviching the land.

The incldental. method of green ma-
nuring is to pldw under a sod after a
crop has been
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the roots of the plants get at it in the
spring,

Any sod that is turned under in the
gpring should be plowed but shallow,
E0 that the =oft vegetable matter will
decay quickly and furnish plant food
to the newly \started plants, whose
rootg are near the surface of the soll.

Green manuring helps sandy land by
making it more retentive of molsture
and by adding humug and plant food.

Green manuring helps clayey land
by making it more open and letting In
the air. The decaying vegetable mat-
ter also produces aclds that operate on
the chemiecal plant foods to render
them available,

Green manuring helps to make
chemlical fertilizers more quickly avail-
able, especially the ground rock phos-
phales.

The effects of green manuring are
rometimes destroyed by putting on at
the same time too muech caustie lime,
which combines with the earbon of the
