When a man has secured a large
tract of forest land for the industry,
he puts up a rough shelter upon it,
and engages all the Indians of the
neighborhood, men and women, (o
help him in the work.

They start out early in the wmwrn-
ing to make the rounds of the estale,
for they must get back to the river-
side before the heat of the day be-
comes too great., They tap the trees
afresh If they need it, attach the lit-
tle tin cups for catching the sap and
bring home whatever sap may have
been collected,

The sap of the rubber tree is a per-
fectly white liguid of thé consistency
of goat's milk. It I8 necessary that
it be converted Into a solid, This Is
effected by the action of a pungent
smoke whtcf? coagulates, or curdles,
the milky fluid. For this use the
soeds of two different kinds of palm
are employed, Nothing else will an-
swer the purpose.

The seeds are put in an earthen
