Posslbly the most Impurinnt re-
quisite Is to keep down the tempera-
ture of the cellar. These cellars should
be built lengthwise, with the currents
of air so that In the fall, when the
potatoes are put in, a draft through
the cellar can be established at night
lo carry off the heat brought with the
potatoes during the day, The prac-
tice Is to fill in the bins In layers of
not more than one foot each day and
let this layer cool down during the
night. After the potatoes are all In,
the ventilation I8 regulated so that the
temperature is kept as nenr [reezing
point as possible without freezing the
potatoes. This ventlilation Is neces-
sary, not only to regulate the tempera-
ture, but to keep the alr pure and
dry. If the alr becomes foul  and
damp, molds will grow and dry rot
or Fusarlum willl develop. Many po-
tatoes are spolled In the stores and
in the store rooms of dwellings. Fre-
quently a load of potatoes s taken lo
A grocery and stored In an above
ground store room, where the air s
warm and the room light, It Is thought
because the potatoes are in sacks or
barrels that they will keep untll sold
out and used.
