Lime For the Soll.

The effect of lime on heavy soll 1s
beneficial, In that it removes the
binding and baking tendency, in the
same way ag humus. The cost of the
material and the work of spreading
it do#s not amount to very much, and
more of it ought to be used. Heavy
and light solls cannot be handled the
same way., Light solls do not absorb
and retaln moisture and fertiiily as
well .as heavy soils; they leach out,
and for this reason should not be cul-
tivated too deeply. On the other hand
in heavy, clay solls this deep cultiva-
tion is just what is needed to aerate
and break up the soll. One should
study every field, as well as the effect
of every crop that goes upon It.—Iin
diana Farmer,
