as was lormerly the case to require withowt e-
serve every article necessary for hissick soldiers,
it appeared very plain that the afllicting mortality
which took place, might have been considerakly
restricted.

Or if the Secretary of War had never ceazed to
confide in his general, and had lett the army tohis
uncontrouled care, instead of divecting at his dis-
tance from the scere of action, (akkhough fromn the
best motives) its aseent’ uq the river in its then
state and at the most pestilentind-season, no doubt
was entertained by the generaiity who hemd the
testimony of'@-cd to the court by the prisoner; that
we should not have had cause to lament theheavy
loss of lives which theieafter followed,

rit dominated, manifesting bis own conscionsness
ofinnocence, his contidenve in the i endence
and irtcligence of the-conrt martial, and his tho-
rough reliance on the justice of (he mresident, put-
dWng at defiamee Clarke,.
