OUT HOPL.

War ean never be honorable except in a just
cause ; and never poiitic but as a choice of evils,
There are but few at this dav—-none that an in-
telligent public will have patienec to heaw-awho
deny that we have just cause of war agzainst Eng.
laid and France. DBut there are some vwho con-
tend that a war with Englind would be objection-
abie entwo grounds.

1st. Because Loth nations are not coupled toge-
ther—which they alledge impartiality vequi es, as
both have offended.

2d. Because the cvils of war would he greate:
than those which it is intended to avoid.

The furst cbjection will probally be found on
examination to aricefrom the partiality of those by
whom it is made. At any 1ate, as a question of
principle, it can have no !me:r foundation than a
very false delicacy., It supposes us under the
saine obligations to enemies us friends—that we
are bound to act as neutrals, whea compelled to
assume the attitude of a belligeient nation. ‘These
icl'tlrlIIOUH moralists who make this objection
would feign make us believe that highwyy rob-
bers ghould be treated with all the courtesy that
is due to travelling companions —That if two (iee-
booters demand our purses, 4ve must resist nei-
ther ; or deal oul blows, powder and balls, or
whatever fare we give them, with the same imn-
}lartialiw and goad humor that we would carve
Hor our {iiends at the convivizl board. The baie
staltement of such palpable abs:irdities precludes
the necessiiy of reasoning upon them.

In such case the selection of the foe, is a mere
question ef policy, in which the principles of neu-
uality have nothingto do. When it Lecomes a
| national question, it is open for discassion till
