Stilltorecede,
would be infamous—Ilar, then, must be the re-
sult. Umrder this impression I tracad with soiici-
tude the map of Virginiz for the purpose of disco-
vering what part requiced most the aid ol the ro-
vernment. ‘There was no difficulty in deciding,

war, the eastern part would be mast expesed, aud
Norfolk in perticular, on account of its impor-
tance, aad the facility with which &t may be np-
proached.
