In the Imperial valley, one of the
natural wonders of the West, is cob-
stantly shrinking. At present it 1Is
about 1S miles lorg and nine miles
wide at the greatest point. During the
last five years the water s said to
have retreated about a mile a year,
leaving a salt-encrusted adobe land,
which is eagerly seized by homestead-
ers. Often their location stakes are
pianted far out in the water. l

The sea, which lies 169 feet below
the level of the ocean, abounds in mul-
let and carp, which loecal and Arizona
capitalists are planning to utilize by
the creation of a great cannery.

The United States department of ag-
ricuiture reports state that about the
Salton sea lies the largest area of date-
producing land in the counftry.

Geologists say the Salton “sink,” as
it once was known, in prehistorie
times has changed from desert to sea |
and from sea to desert 59 times or
Qaore.
