Up Battle With Meanace of In-
creasing Cost of Living.

Whkat the women of Maryland are
doing to bring living expenses down
to a sane level has reached such in-
teresting proportions as to attract at-
tention throughout the Fifth Federal
Reserve District, where the thrift
movement of the United States Treas-
ury Department is now in full swing.
All over the state, women’s clubs and
societies are hard at work on their
campaign to put ' the business of
spending and saving on a firm basis
that will help bring order out of the
present economic chaos.

Mrs. Francis Sanderson, president
of the State Federation of Women’'s
Clubs, announces that sixty-three out
of the seventy-odd fedeWted clubs in
Maryvland have already appointed
thrift chairmen, and a special effort is
being made to have a 100 per cent
record by the middle of the month,
with a thrift chairman in every club
in the state.

Is Strongly Supported.

The National Federation is strongly
supporting the thrift program of the
state clubs, having made thrift one
of the three national issues en which
it will concentrate its efforts for the
coming year. Miss Georgia Bacon,
first vice-president of the faderation,
has been appcinted mnational thrift
chairman, and is asking the Mary:
lJand elubs to devote themselves for
the next twelvemonth ;to work on
Americanization, Community 'Welfare
and Thrift.

clmﬁaign Is Undoerway.

To this end, the clubs are reporting
that they have designated their local
chairmen who are organizing and car
rying out definite plans for the win-
ter's savings campaign. Almost with.
out exception a certain number of
meetings, or a part of every meeting,
is set apart for a discussion of ways
and means of cutting down household
expenses.
