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THE NEWSPAPES SITUATION.

Bditorial from Baltimore News.
$igeontinuance of publication
&. the St. Louis Republican, one
of the nldest papers in the West,
established in 1808, 18 sympto-
matie of the unprecidented con-
ditions that confront the news-
papers of the country—condl-
tions that are causing publishers
everywhere to walk the floor.

In common with all other busi-
nesses, newspapers were faced
throughout the war with rapidly
mounting costs that forced in-
crease in theu' seliing price from
one totwo cents. This furnished
temporary relief, but there were
&Ny reasons why newspapers
cannot advance circulation prices
o cover the additional expense
to which they are now put unless
th-y are absolutely compelled 3o
dc %o,

Aside from the fact that they
must consider effect of decreased
circulation—which increase in the
price of papers would bring—
uapon advertising revenue, it 1s a
mistake to assume that this is
their only objection to meeting
the emergency in this way. If
all paperz pursted this course,
there would unquestionably be
material reduction in the number
of newspaper readers, and now
if ever this country cannot afford
to have such a class. A quick,
smart reply may be made to the
effect that reading of newspapers
does more harm than good, but
we doubt if many serious minded
persons would view, without ap-
prehension, the cutting off from
this source of education -and in-
formation thousands of people
who rely upon it for pretty much
all their reading. The constant
avpeal® to the papers for aid in
the advancement of reform, for
the spread of knowledge. the
constant reliance upon the news-
papers by municipal, state and
rational government for help in

eetng the problems that con-
front them, the thousand and one
ways in which publicity advances
the general welfare, serves as a
chcck upon unsound propogunda,
are too well known to need com-
ment. At this very moment the
press, more than any other
agency, 18 depended upon to ex-
pose the fallacies of Bolshevism
&nd kindred movements, to take
the sting out of radicalism, de-
griVinz it of its power for harm
y arousing intelligent opposition
to its teachings.

In every great emergency the
press 1s counted upon te concen-
trate the great power of public
opinion whieh, in a demeocracy
such as we have is the big con-
frnllmg factor in all crises,

vhether they pertain to in-
dustrial atnfe or international
differences. That in these re-
spects the press performsa func-
tion that is becoming more and
more essential to the nation will
not be denied. But its value
necessarily depends upon the
ground It covers, and from this
standpoint the public generally is
concerned in any step that may
curtail the dissemination of news-
papers, thus minimizing their in-
fluence for good amung the very
classe8 most dependent upon
them for advice and counsel and
in whose advancement and edu-
cation the public, as a whole, is
vitally concerned.

What has happened in the
newspaper world is that the cost
of paper vpon which they are

printed has advanced to unprece-
dented height and at a time
when the demand for space for
advertising was never so great.
Not only this but the future, cer-
tainly for some time, holds but lit-
tle prospect for relief. Through-
out the country newspapers are
being pushed to the wall. Meet-
ings uf publishers held from time
to time, to find 1 way out, urge
conservation 1n every poss:ble
way, invariably reaching the con-
clusion that newspapers must
lock to a larger advertising reve-
nue to meet their necessities.
Thit does not mean additional
expencitures on the part of ad-
vertisers, but rather payment of
the same price for less space.
There is a well-deflned belief
th.at the whole newspaper situa-

wn will be materially improved
»v adoption of some plan that
