The meoting cailed by the County
Commissionera for Taesday last, to de-
i vise ways and means and secaring the
opinion and wishes of the people re-
garding the bonding of the county for
the purpose of road butlding was a
fairly representative body, and was
called to order by President Thompeon,
of the Board of County Commissioners,
who named Wm, Meverell Loker, as
chaidman.
sMr. Loker onassuming the chair out-
lined the purposze for which the Coun y
Commissioners had called the meeting,
and also stated that they had no pet
scheme and were acting in the interes’
of no click or facjion or party, but de-
sired an expression from thes people in
order to carry out their desires.

Mr. Thomas H. Bond, Jr., was the
first speaker and told of the necessity
of a road from Leonardtown to Sotter-
ly School house and an outlet for the
Seventh District to the State rcad. A
motion that it was jhe sence of the
meeting that the county be bunded wzs
passed. Mr. G. L. Buckler moved that
the amount for which the county was
to be bonded be placed at 3300,000, or
sa mnch thereof as might be necessary,
which was amended by Mr. Bond to
read $200,000, the amendment, how-
ever, was voted down and the original
morion to bond tbe county for $300,000
was adopted.

The question as to whether this fund
was to be disbursed by the County
Commissioners or by a special commieg-
sion, was then brought to the attention
of the meeting, but no positive action
was taken.
