needed for reconstruction.

France’s renewed confidence is de-
rived directly from the result of the
recent elections. These are regarded
here as having deflnitely stabilized in-
ternal politics, ended all danger of
revolutionary agitation for some time
to come and brought about a better at-
titude by capital and labor toward the
immense effort before France.

Money is forthcoming for invest-
ments in anything that promises stabil-
ity. While the Investments in short-
term treasury bonds are continuing at
the rate of nearly 2,000,000,000 francs
0@ month, there is plenty of money for
industrial and commercial enterprises
and long-term loans. The 4,000,000,000
franc loan to provide immediate
resources for indemnifying vietims of
the invasion was oversubscribed before
the official opening of the subscrip-
tions. Important banks and indus-
trial companies have lately increased
their capital to an aggregate of nearly
500,000,000,000 francs.

Big Trade on Bourse.

Transactions on the Paris bourse,
which still are confined to cash deals,
have exceeded on certain days records
of pre-war trading, when futures en-
tered largely into the totals. The up-
ward movement of all industrials
which began before the signature of
the treaty at Versailles, has been un-
checked by successive liquidations.
This is regarded by keen observers
here as a sure sign of economic re-
covery.

Employers say the labor situation is
improved and that the last strikes de-
veloped signs that the workers them-
selves were becoming weary of long
*ontinued disturbances of business, in-
dustry and transportation. They see
a2 tendency against frivolous strikes
and an indication that only real griev-
ances will induce the wage earners to
juit work hereafter.

Decentralization of capital and In-
dustry is seen in the establishing in
Normandy of textile industries to re-
blace those in the occupled territory
jestroyed by the war. This movement
has been greatly extended by develop-
ment of water power in the region of
the Alps and the center and south of
France.

Meet Ethyl and
Methyl Alcohol

Two Most Prominent and Inter-
esting Members of the
Family.

MANY QFFSPRINGS ARE KNOWN

Difference Between Grain and Wood
Alcohol Cilearly Described—Fatal-

ities Due to Amateur Attempts
to Make Grain Ailcohol.
Chicago.—While there are seventeen
or more alcoholic products known in
chemistry, there are two of general
commercial use in the country—ethyl
alcohol, or ordinary alcohol, the kind
we used to be able to buy “for medici-
nal purposes,” and methylated spirit,

or industrial! alcohol, which is popular-
ly called “wood alcohol,” and which

does contain an amount of that fluld.
Ethy!l or ordinary alcobol is formed
by the spirituous or alcoholic fermen-
tation of saccharine juices. The fer
mentation must be completed before it

is distilled. It is made from graln,

either corn, wheat, or barley. This Is
also known as grain alcohol. The
formula is C, H; OH.

Methylated spirit, or Industrial alco-
hol, is made of ninety parts of ordi-
nary alcohol and ten parts of wood
alcohol—methyl alcohol.

Source of Wood Alcohol.

Wood alcohol is obtained by the dry
Gaistillation of wood. The common
method of obtaining this is ¢o take
cordwood which has been seasoned for
about two years—beech, maple, and
birchfare best—place it in iron or steel
retorts over a slow fire. The intensity
of the fire is gradually increased as the
d:stillation progresses, until at the end
of from twelve to eighteen hours noth-
ing remains in the retort but charcoal.

The distillate is passed through a
condenser, and the liguid thus gath-

ered iIs allowed to set In tanks until
the greater part of the tarry matter
ir it has subsided. The lighter part is
then drawn off and saturated with
slaked lime to fix the acetic acid. It
Is then distilled a second time and the
distillate sent to the reflneries as wood
alcohol. Sawdust or any woody fiber
or cellulose can be used in place of
cordwood.

Wood alcohol, either in its pure form
or as an ingredient of industrial alco-
hol, is a polson, and has a selective
action upon the optic nerve, in which
it often Induces a condition of perma-
nent atrophy which resuits in total
blindness.

For some purposes “completely de-
natured alcohol” is made by adding to
industrial alcohol a little benzine or
pyridine to spoll the taste and render
it offensive. Denatured alcohol may
be made more cheaply than ordinary
alcohol by using cheaper materials,
such as any starchy vegetable sub-
stance, or a waste byproduct, as the
poorest grade of molasses or the waste

of a canning factory.

Hopi People Punished for Em-
bracing Christianity.

Government Ethnologist, Investigat-

ing “Mound of Death,” Finds Evi-
dence of Truth of Story Long
Current in the Southwest.

Ethnologically speaking, the South-
west is a region of many mysteries.
There, in fortified villages built on
shelves of rock high up on canyon
walls, lived the cliff dwellers, nobody
knows how long ago. Perched on lofty
heights are ruined castles and towers.
Over the mesa tops are scattered the
remains of many ancient towns.

One of these ruined towns is rela-
dvely recent, having been destroyed in
he year 1700, and its history, fortu-
nately preserved, 1s most remarkable.
It was called Awatobi, and all that re-
mains of it today is a huge rubbish
heap, which is known to the Hopi In-
dians as the Mound of Death.

It was a Hopi town, populous and
thriving, and was attacked and razed
by the inhabitants of seven other
Pueblo villages, who killed all the men
and carried off the young women and
children. |

Dr. J. Walker Fewkes, government
ethnologist in chief, having learned the
story, undertook to excavate the mound
of rubbish, and thereby obtained ample
evidence of the truth of the tradition.

It seems that Awatobi was first to
welcome the early Spainsh priests, and
to embrace Christianity. To this cir-
circumstance the neighoring villages
attributed a failure of rain. The new
religion was suspected to be a kind of
sorcery, and it was decided that the
only remedy lay in wiping out the
offending town, together with its pop-
ulation, which, according to the Spane
ish mission records, numbered about
eight hundred souls.

From the viewpoint of the Hopl
people to be a sorcerer was and is to-
day the worst of crimes. After all
the good folks have prayed all night
for rain a wizard may blow away the
clouds with a single puff of his breath,
Sickness is always due to sorcery, and
persons suspected of witchcraft are
even nowadays made away with in
secret.

The attack was decided upon at a
secret meeting in the pueblo of Walpl.
A certain spring- was appointed as the
meeting place for bands of warrlors,
each man carrying, besides his weap-
ons, an unlighted torch and a bundle
of greasewood. Before dawn they
marched silently up the mesa to the
east end of the doomed town, the gate
of which had been left open by agree-
ment with a traitorous Awatobl chief-
tain.
