GARRANZA DIRECTED
RAIDS ON U. S. BORDER

Witnesses Before Senate Com-
mittee Offer Documentary
Evidence of Plotting.

San Ahtpﬁo. Tex.—President Car-
ranza lnd a ‘ﬁew of his principal lieu-
ted and dlmctod the
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tir: jSoimes’ Jlidall betore the senate
lubcommithee lm'estigntlng the Mexi-

can situation. This was supported by
testimony by John A. Wells, Discrict
Attorney at Brownsville, Texas: L. R.
Barnes, in charge of the United States
Army Intelligence work along the bor-
der during the war, and other wit-
nesses,

The committee obtained from them
and from documentary evidence Iin-
formation purporting to show that not
only were the highest Mexican officials
cognizant of the program of the raid-
ing parties which was carried out un-
der the provisionss of the “Plan of
San Diego,” but that as late as June,
1815, they were still giving encourage-
ment to and aiding those who partici-
pated in those raids in plans inimical
to the United States.

Incidental to the taking of testi-
mony regarding Mexican government
officials’ connection with the “Plan of
San Diego” further information was
obtained as to the success encounter-
ed by Germans in bidding for the
sympathy and support of Mexico dur-
ing the war and the present alleged
drift toward Bolshevism. T. B. Al-
tendorf, a Pole, who was in the in-
telligence service of the American
army during the war, was placed on
the witness stand long enough to
identify Mario Mendez, the director of
telegraphs in Mexico, as one of those
whom Minister von Eckhardt kept on
his payroll during the war. Altendorf
said messages from the United States
bearing on military affairs were de-
livered to the German Legation.

Summarized, the plan of San Diego,
a copy of which was read into the
record, follows:

“The states of Texas, New Mexico,
Colorado, Arizona, and California are
to be invaded simultaneously, with up.
risings of Mexican and negro citizens
on the American side. A separate
government is to be established and
re-annexation to Mexico requested.
Six other states contiguous to this
territory are to be carved out of the
United States to be formed into a
negro republic under the protection of
Mexico. This is to be accomplished
in a ruthless manner. All male Amer-
icans more than 16 years of age are
to bé killed.”

“As a party,” he said, “we are not
afraid of you. As fellow citizens we
say, gentlemen, take care of what you
are doing!”

Calis It an “Entreaty.”

“On the contrary,” he said, “it was a
sort of love affair. I was merely im-
ploring you to be as good and peace
loving as we Socialists are. That was
an entreaty and it was intended to be.”

In two other respects the day’'s de-
velopments went against the accused.
In the first place Charles E. Hughes
and other prominent lawyers, consti-
tuting a committee of the Association
of the Bar of the City of New York,
were not permitted to argue in opposi-
tion to the assembzly’s procedure
While in no way condoning the So-
cialist principles, this committee was
