more liberally. When the svil begins
to need lime it is a waste of time and
energy to continue to cultivate it until
this need is supplied, since the economic
use of manure and fertilizers is de-
pendent upon the lime supply.

MARYLAND SOIL TESTING DAY.

With the aboye facts in mind thke
Soils’ Department of the Maryland Ex-
periment Station and the Extension
Service of the Maryland State College
have set aside Monday, February 2, as
soil testing day. It is urged that on
this day every farmer in the State take
samples of his soil and forward them

either to his County Agricultural Agent
or direct to the Soils’ Department of
the Maayland Experiment Station, Col-
lege Park, Maryland. Our aim 1s to
have a sample from every farm, and
from every farm a sample from every
field that has not received an applica-
tion of at least ore ton of lime per acre
during the pasttwo years. Allsamples
will be tested for lime requirements
free of charge, and a report sent to
each farmer, not only as to whether his
soil needs lime or not, but also the
amount that should be applied, if lime

A goat
will produce twelve times her weight
in milk in a year, while a cow produces
but four; the milk of the goat is more
wholesome and freer from the dreaded
tuberculosis, as is evidenced by the
fact that in one year government in-
spectors condemned 30,000 cows
and from this disease the goat is
immuned. The U. S. Government
owns a goat ranch in «California on
which are over 500 goats.

Wild Fowl Season Closed.

As the Federal Migratory Bird Treaty
Act for closed season goes into effect
on January 31st it will be very advis-
able for the sportsmen of this State to
lay their guns aside, as the wild-fowl
season closes on that date. Persons
found shooting, hunting, or killing wild-
fowl between January 81st and Novem-
ber 1st, will be prosecuted before the
Federal Courty.

The following account of ore recent
investigation is published for the bene-
fit or our readers;

On July 18, 1819, James Temple,
United States Deputy Game Warden,
and William T. Collins, District Deputy
Game Warden of Maryland, were or-
dered by the State Game Department
to investigate complaints of wild-fowl
being killed in violation of the Law in
the Marshes of Dorchester county near
Elliott’s Island. 1n making this in-
vestigation, Temple and C.llins found
three men shooting wild-fow! near the
County road from the Draw Bridge to
Elliotts Island. The mer turnad out
to be Swain Ewell, Shelton Gray and
Jerry Gray, Elliotts, Md. Warden
Temple reported same to the U. S. De-
partment of Agricu'ture, Washington.

The cases of Swain Ewell and Shelton
Gray, were tried before Judge John C.
Rose of tbe Federal Court, Baltimcre,
on January 22, 1920, and fined $100 and
costs of $85 14 in each case. Jerry
Gray did not appear for trial, owing to
the fact that he is at present on an
oyster boat which is frogen up in the
Potomac River, but was notified to ap-

r in Baltimore before the Federal
urt at onge.

The Department of Agriculture has
stationeda U. S. Game Warden in
Maryland, and are using their best ef-
forts by working throngh Deputy Game
Wardens in this State to enforce the
Migratory Bird Treaty Act.

The penalty for shooting, hunting or
killing wild-fowl or migraaory game
during closed season is in the discretion
of the Judge who can make the fine as
much as §500. together with a Federal
jail sentnnce of six months.

from one side of the hole, allowing the
soil to fall on the paper. Lift the pa-
per and soil slice from the hole and pro-
ceed to another place in the same field
and repeat the operation.

If the field is small and fairly uniform
two holes will be sufficient to give a
representative sample, but if the field
is large and uneven it will be better to
secure samples from at least fcur dif-
ferent places. The samples thus se-
cered from different places in the same
field should then be mixed together,
and from the mixture a half pint of
soil should be taken for the test. This
half-pint sample should be wrapped in
paper or put in a clean bag and num-
bered or marked on the outside of the
package. The samples from each field
should be wrapped and numbered sep-
arately, then all packed together in a
box or package for shipment by parcel
post. The package may the taken to
the County Agricultural Agent, or 1t
may be sent by mail or parcel post di-
rect to the Soils’ Department, Mary-
land Experimental Station, College
Park, Md.

It is desired that all samples be taken
on Monday, Februury 2, regardless of
the weather. If the ground is frozen
at this time the samples may be taken
by chopping out small pieces of soil
with an ax or hatchet, and after thaw-
ing. mix as directed above,

Before the package is wrapped for
shipment fill out the slip at the bot-
tom, tear off and attachit to the sample
keep a copy for referenc2. This is im-
portant since the result of the test will
be reported to you by number and it
will be necessary that you know the
fields corresponding to the numbers.
