As the time approaches for the hen
to become broody or sit, if care is
taken to look into the nest, it will be
seen that there are a few soft, downy
feathers being left there by the hen:
also the hen stays longer on the nest
when laying at this time, and on being
approached will quite likely remain on
the nest, making a clucking noise,
rufiling her feathers and pecking at
the intruder. When it is noted that a
hen sits on the nest from two to three
nights in succession and that most of
the feathers are gone from her
breast, which should feel hot to the
hand, she is ready to be transferred
to a nest which has been prepared for
her beforehand, according to a poul-
try specialists of the United States
department of agriculture. The nor-
mal temperature of a hen is from 108
to 107 degrees F., which varies slightly

during- incubation.

Dust the hen thoroughly with insect
powder, and in applying the powder
| hold the hen by the feet, the head
down, working the powder well into
the feathers, giving special attentiop |
to regions around the vent and under
the wings. The powder should also |
be sprinkled in the nest.

The nest should be in some quiet,
out-of-the-way place, where the hen
will not be disturbed. Move her from
the re&ular laying nest at night and
handle her cqrefully in doing so. Put
a china egg or two in the nest where
she is to sit and place a board over |
the opening so that she canot get off.

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More Truth Than Poetry in Old Saw
About Hen’s Teeth Being Scarce.

particles, the hen and every other
member of the bird family is able to
dispense with teeth. The “teeth” of
a bird are really the “grit” which it
consumes with its food. Sharp sand,
small stones, broken shell and similar
substances, in the gizzard, assist in
pulverizing the other articles in its
diet. In fact, this gritty material ac-
complishes the same purpose that mo-
lar teeth do in other animals’ mouths.
Until it becomes useless as a digestive
aid it is stored in the gizzard.

The hard, callous pads of the giz-
zard are contracted and expanded dur-
ing digestion by powerful muscles.
This motion, together with the grit,
reduces the food to fine particles. The
grit is retained in the stomach until it
Is smooth and then is discarded natur-
ally and another supply is eaten to
take its place.

Grit for Confined Fowls.

For this reason fowls kept im con-
finement meed grit at their disposal
quite as much as other kinds of feeds.
The grit already in their gizzards, at
the time a flock is penned, might be all

that the fowls will require for three |

or four weeks, but #f more is not sup-
plied digestive trouble will goon set in.
It is safer to supply it from the begin-
ning. Sand will do for the purpose,
but chickens seem_to prefer a coarser
grit, one of a size between wheat and
corn. Oyster shells are commonly sup-
plied to the flock beecause of the lime
they contain, which is necessary feor
shell formation, but they also serve
to some extent as grit in the diet. The
pieces Decome smooth more quickly
than a harder grit and a fresh supply
must be eaten more often.
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United States department of agricul- |

ture poultry specialists state that a
hen needs and will consume abtout one
pound of grit in a 12-month period.

If the nests are
slightly darkened the hens are less
likely to become restless. At hatching
time they should be confined and not
be disturbed until the hatch is com-
pleted, unless they become restless
when it may be best to remove the
chicks that are hatched first. In cool
weather it is best not to put more
than ten eggs under a hen, while later
in the spring one can put twelve or
fifteen, according to the size of the hen.
