Washineton.—~The danger to the|
world from bolshevism was never |
greater than at the present moment.

The collapse of the Russian national |
forces under General Kolchak in Si-
beria and the retreat of General Deni-
kine's army from the Moscow front
are regarded In every capital in Eu-
rope and in Washington as constitut-
ine a threat of a possible invasion of
Europe, a certain penetration by the
bolsheviki in Asia and a menace to the

peace of the entire world.

Even Prince Michael Cantacuzene,
hushand of a granddaughter of Presi-
dent Grant, who has just arrived in
the United States, while hopeful that
the Russian national forces may still
save themselves, confesses that their
plight is desperate unless allied aml
reaches them. “They have no shoes,
no clothes, very little ammunition and
very little food. If the allies wish to
stop the spread of bolshevism through-
out the world they must come to the
rescue of Kolchak and Denikine.”

This is the belief of a man who Iis
fresh from Siberia and who is optimis-
tic enouch to advance the opinion that
if bolshevism ecan be kept isolated in
tussia it will wear itself out by its
OWN eXCesses,

On the High Tide of Victory.

The word “if” makes all the difTfer-
ence in the world. Dut the faet is that
boishevism is now riding on the high
tide of victory and there does nct seem
one chance in a million that it will be
confined to Russia. Nearly all of Asia !
Is now open to its propaganda. The
defeat of the forces of General Deni-
kine opens the door between Moscow
and the Black sea. The connecting
military link between the former Kol- |
chak and Denikine lines has been ob-
literated and nothing remains to pre-
vent the agents of the bolshevists from
moving toward Armenia, Persia, Af-
Agents of the
Russian reds have already stirred up
considerable trouble among the hill
tribes on the northern confines of India
and British troops are now engaged in
suppressing uprisings.

As for Siberia, the red propaganda
Is moving eastward rapidly. It has

Chicago.—Prohibition sentiment, cul-
minating in the epoch-making amend-
ment to the federal Constitution, has
been growing steadily in this country
since 1808, according to records com-
piled by the board of temperance of
the Methodist Episcopal church. At
that time a demand for moderation in
the use of ardent spirits arose, fol-
lowed ten years later by an even
broader movement for abstinence from
ardent spirits and for moderation in
the use of malt liquors. This in turn
cave way in 1840 to sentiment for ab-
stinence from all alcoholic beverages.

Agitation for abolition of ‘he prac-
tice of licensing the sale of liquors
did not come until 1847, resulting four
vears later in the enactment of pro-

[liibition laws in Maine, the first state

to put prohibition into effect. Kansas
was second, in 1880, and North Da-
kota third in 1889. Meanwhile the
movement had grown to such propor-
tions that the national Prohibition party
was formed at a convention in Chicago
in 18G9.

The modern wave of prohibition
legislation began with Georgia in 1907.
Since that time, the movement gained
strength more rapidly than any other
reform in the history of the world, so
that 33 states already have prohibition
by state action, in 21 adopted by pop-
ular vote and in the others by legisla-
tive measures. At the time the con-
stitutional amendment was submitted,
24 of the 48 states and considerably
more than half of the territorial Unit-
ed States had prohibition. In states
where prohibition was not cstate-wide,
it has been adopted under local option
laws by many communities.

Studying the examples of
foreign countries, a law was passed
making it unlawful to provide any
man in uniform with alcoholic bever-
ages. Making of beer and whisky was
stopped under the food control act and
the sale of drinks was terminated at
midnight last June 380. Shipment of
liquor into any siates was prohibited
by the bone-dry lew.

Ratifications Took 13 Months.

The constitutional amendment was
finally adopted by congress on Decem-
ber 18, 1917, with a restrictive clause,
hitherto unknown in legislative pro-
cedure, that it would be Inoperative
unless ratified within seven years. The
vote in the house was 281 to 128 and
in the senate 65 to 20. The ratification
required only 13 months, the thirty-
sixth state taking favorable action
January 16, 1919. Frank L. Polk, act-
ing secretary of state, proclaimed the
amendment as part of the Constitution
under date of January 29, 1919, but
it went into effect one year from the
date of ratification by the thirty-sixth

Instead of two dozen fur-
naces, two dozen firemen, one big plant
handled by about, three men, does the
whole Dbusiness. Modern insulating
methods prevent loss of steam and
heat underground and the service is
usually better than any home system.
The obtaining of coal is such a prob

lem nowadays for the ordinary mer- |

chant and factory operator that the
putting of responsibility on a civic
plant would be a great relief. The
ultimate saving, once the heating
equipment is installed, ought to be
thousands of dollars a year. In many
of the small Ontario towns stores are
still heated by stoves, or hot-air fur-
naces, using anthracite coal. The sta-
tistics of the relative cost of steam
heat cannot be made up without con-
sideration of local conditions, because
pipe-laying, radiator installation and
plant costs vary with the size of the
project, and the location of the prem-
ises to be heated. But the innovation
is one that should commend itself to
the notice of all town councils.

WRONG KIND OF ADVERTISING

Signboard Display May Catch the Eye
for a Moment, bhut It Does
Nct Make Friends.

An important funection of advertis-
ing is in creating good will. The per-
manent, lasting value of an advertis-
ing campaign is in the good will it
creates. Signboards can do little
toward creating good will and may
stir up a lot of ill will _

There are certain classes of adver-
tising that must be handled in a dig-
nified manner, otherwise the advertis-
ing may do more harm than good.

If the information received is cor-
rect, various garden clubs have already
protested against the use of signboards
by florists, which shows “the way the
wind blows” regarding public senti-
ment.

It has been proposed that motorists
organize to rid our highways of the
grotesque obstructive signs. Each mem-
ber is to agree not to purchase any
goods advertised on signboards. That
will be an eflTective way to clear up the
situation.

This gives the florists good advice
and gets their slogan before our read-
ers, both of which it is hoped will be
profitable.—New York Times,

Trees on Roadsides.

Believing that the problem of road-
side planting should not be entirely
set aside during the movement for a
greater mileage of improved highways,
active steps are now being taken by
the New York state motor federation
and the state college of forestry at
Syracuse for the daevelopment of -a
planting scheme for the section of the
hichway running from Syracuse to
Utica, a distance of about sixty miles.

It has been demonstrated by those
in charge of the work that aside from
the purely ornamental value of trees
along the highway, many practical
benefits would result from their prop-
er use. It is not generally realized
that trees, by means of their shade
during hot summer months, prolong
the life of the roaaway for many
vears, and road experts in general are
heartily in favor of this means of road
protection.
