Voluntary instead of compulsory con-
solidation of the roads in competitive
systems is provided for.

At the same time he author-
ized, with Health Commissioner Cope-
land's sanction, the running of unheat-
ed cars and gave permission for the
curtailment of service in subways and
on the elevated lines for the purpose
of coal saving.

The Pennsylvania railroad reports
the freight movement toward the city
not more than 25 per cent of normal.

At Rockaway 50 bungalows and 100
other buildings were damaged or set
adrift, the loss approximating $1,500,-
000. At Coney Island $300,000 damage
was done in llke manner. On Staten
Island 20 small houses were driven off
their shore moorings, and similar oc-
currences were reported from the Jer-
sey and Maryland coasts.

In New York harbor a record tide,
rising 8.23 feet, set barges and other
small craft adrift, submerged Ilow
piers and bulkheads and tied up ship-
ping generally, including coal barges
most urgently needed. Six sound
steamers were ice-bound off Execution
Light, one of them, the Maine, strik-
ing the reef and being severely dam-
aged.

Thousands of children were unable
to reach schoolhouses and many
schools were closed. Business houses
had to manage with depleted forces
and the telephone company reported
that approximately 3,500 operators
were unable to report for work.

All coast cities from Maine to Vir-
ginia reported conditions similar to
those prevailing in New York -city.
Boston had 12 inches of snow and
many Massachusetts coast towns were
isolated. In Cape May and Atlantic
City damage was done in much the
same way as to Rockaway. Atlantic
City reported damage of $500,000.

Mondell Calls Minimum Expenditures
of $1,300,000,000 Unthinkable.
Would Wait Until Nation Is
Stronger Financially.

Washington.—Republican house lead-
ers, determined to keep down expendi-
tures so as to uake another loan un-
necessary, have decided that there
shall be a small sized army and that
universal military training shall be
eliminated from the military bill. They
say that the country, in the present

state of finance, is opposed to expend-
ing $700,000,000 a year for compulsory
training, or about $1,125,000,000 to
maintain an army with compulsory
training in operation.

Representative F. W. Mondell, Re-

publican floor leader, is leading ihe |

opposition to compulsory training, and
indications are that even though the
committee should report a military bill |
containing provision for compulsory
training it would be defeated Iin the
house,

In a speech in the house Mr. Mon-
dell renewed his opposition to univer-
sal military training, and the applause
indicated that l.:e had struck a popu-
lar note when he opposed the proposi-
tion at this time on the plea of econ-
omy.

“The secretary of war has recom-
mended an army of 570,000 men, to cost
nearly $1,000,000,000,” said Mr. Mon-
dell. “Nobody outside of the general
staff and the administration is consid-
ering any such establishment. The
committee of the house and senate are

likely to provide for a regular estab-

lishment somewhere between 225,000
and 275,000 officers and men, line and
staff. At the present cost this would
involve appropriation: of from $425,-
000,000 to $475,000,000. This force
could not be reduced )y any system of
military training. The tendency would
be to increase it, as I have suggested.

“Add to this the cost of the regular
establishment at the lowest figure sug-
gested, $425,000,000, and we have a to-
tal of $1,125,000,000 as the lowest an-
nual cost of a moderate, regular estab
lishment and system of universal, com-
pulsory military training such as is
proposed without taking into consid-
eration the expenditure of at least
£300,000,000 to prepare the camps for
the system of training.

“This estimate is, however, much
below the cost of the regular establish-
ment proposed by the bill now before
the senate and the universal, compul-
sory military training system which it
provides. The regular military estab-
lishment provided for in that bill, with-
out any military training whatever,
will cost at least $600,000,000. Add to
this $700.000,000 as the cost of the
universal compulsory military training
system which that bill provides and we
have a total cost of $1,300,000,000 as
the minimum cost of the military pro-
gram outlined in the senate bill.

“This total is much more than our
entire average annual federal expendi-
tures for all purposes prior to our en-
try into the European war. At a time
when, on the basis of present esti-
mates, we are facing a deficit of near-
ly $3,000,000,000, such expenditures
are, of course, unthinkable. As no
one anticipates putting any kind of a
training system 1nto operation at this
time, there is no reason why the mazt-
ter saould be Jdetermined upon one
way or another until we shall find our-

selves i1 better financial condition.”

Japanese, Attacked By Superies

London.—Northern Korea has beem
evacuated by the Japanese, it ia
claimed in a wireless dispatch frem
Moscow quoting an Omsk message,
The population rose to aid Korean

- forces from Chinese territory, it is de

clared.

The Omsk message, as given ia the
Bolshevik wireless, says that on Feb-
ruary 6 bands of Koreans ralsed im
Chinese territory, crossed the froaties
and attacked the Japanese. Masees
of the population are joining the »
surgents, it is added, the Japanese
retreating and evacuating Northesm
Korea.

Washington.—Official dispatches te-
ceived here said a force of 2000
Koreans, armed principally with
equipment furnished¢ by the Bolshe~
viki, crossed into Northern Korea
irom Kirin, Manchuria, and attacked
a Japanese post of 700 men at night,
killed 300 of them and routed the re
mainder.

According to these dispatches the
attack was the initiation of an active
rebellion in Korea.

Despite the righteousness of their
cause, the allies know that they will
never try in Paris, London or Brus-
sels the 890 Germans whose names
are on the list Von Lersner would not
take to Berlin and which the allies
have now sent there. There will be
an execution of the spirit of Article
228, but not of the letter. The sword
of allied Jjustice is dulled against a
wall of realities, for the article in ques-
tion cannot be enforced as it was writ-
ten and signed. Here is the allied
plan:

First, the German gaqvernment must
accept the list of accused Germans and
thus recognize in principle that they
did offend against the laws of war,
That done, the allies will consider the
exigencies of the situation.

These decisions were reached at a
meeting of the Committee of Ambassa-
dors. They were incorporated into the
draft of the proposed note to Berlin
which was cabled to London and Rome
for the approval of the English and
Italian preniiers. The note will be

telegraphed to the French charge in

Berlin, and with the list will be hand-
ed to the German government,

The allied statesmen have no wish
to overthrow the German government,
nor do they wish to let Article 228 be-
come wholly a dead letter. Indications
are that a crisis in Berlin will be avoid-
ed for the present.

The new allied plan can mean noth-
ing less than that the allies will con-
sider the difficulties confronting the
Ebert government in meeting the de-
mands of the entente, and if Berlin ex-
hibits good faith, or, rather, if Berlin
does not exhibit bad faith, the allies
will not exhibit any precipitate haste.

Information comes from a high dip-
lomatic source that the allies will give
attention to Germany's professed will-
ingness to try the accused men hefore
a high German court with allied prose-

cutors.

The fact that Lord Grey did not see
President Wilson or get into commu-
nication with him prior to sending to
the London Times his letter virtually
giving his approval to the Lodge res-
ervations to the sreaty of peace was
made known at the White House in
an interview which the newspaper
correspondents had with Secretary
Tumulty.

Washington.—Friends of free seed
won their annual fight as 'unal ia
the House by defeating, 130 to 71, a
motion to eliminate from ¢the Agri
cultural Bill an appropriation of $239.-
000 for seed distribution to their con-
stituents at government expense.

An amendment to increase the ap-
propriation was rejected, and an at-
tempt to have the seed distributed by
the Department of Agriculture, acd
not on franks by senators and repre-
sentatives, was ruled out of order.

There was an hour’s debate, de
scribed as “an hour of farmyard
vaudeville.” Representative Quinm,
Democrat, Mississippi, brought a roar
from members by declaring that the
motion to eliminate appropriation
“would take fresh ve les from the
mouths of poor little children.” Other
members said the people would rather’
have free seeds than free speeches.
