CROP OF BILLS GROWING

#

To Consider Change In Workers Com-

pensation—War Records Board
Measure Introduced—Blue
Sky Law.

Annapolis.—

The federal suffrage amendment
came before the House of Delegates
in the form of a message from the
Governor advising the House that the
amendment was before it to be either
ratified or rejected, and a joint resolu-
tion rejecting it was introduced by
Delegate Willis 1. Jones, of Baltimore
City, followed by one from Delegate
Frederick Lee Coburn, of Harford
county, asking the General Assembly
to ratify the amendment. Mr. Coburn
introduced the resolution at the re-
quest of the suffragists, Mrs. Charles
Ogle making the requesi

The notification from the Governor.
which was brought to the House by
Secretary of State Perlman, was, with
the two joint resolutions, referred to
the House Committee on Federal re-
latiens, composed of Clarence M.
Roberts, Prince Georges caunty, chair-
man: Herbert L. Grymes, William L.
Buck, Joseph W. Lynch, all three of
Baltimore City; J. Holliday Murphy,
Dorchester county; Edgar H. Mec-
Bride, Frederick county; Garland W.
Powell, Allegany; Carson W. Harris,
Kent county, and Crittenden H. Walk-

er, Montgomery county.

In the Senate the reading of Gov-
ernor Ritchie’s message officially con-
veying ratification of the amendment
was followed by an immediate dec-
~laration on suffrage by Sen-
ator Frick. Senator Frick offered a
resolution, the text of which has pre-
viously been published, to place the
Maryland legislature on record as ob-
jecting to and refusing to ratify the
amendment. Senator Metzerott, of
Prince George's county, the champion
of the suffragettes, at once offered the
Suffrage League resolution to ratify
the amendment.

While a number of ladies, most of.

them prominent in suffrage activities,
looked on from the galleries the GoOv-
ernor's communication, together with
the Frick resolution and the Metzerott
one, t00, were referred to the Commit-
tee on-Federal Relations.

There are indications that the suf-
trage question is going to be attacked
trom several sides before it is finally
disposed of. No one here doubts but
that the suffragists will keep up their
attack until they are either decisively
defeated or which is not at all prob-
able, manage to get favorable action
on the amendment.

Delegate Iverson, for one, has some-
thing up his sleeve. It is a bill amend-
Ing the elective franchise of Maryland
30 as to compel the vote of a family
to be cast as one ballot, the head of
the family doing the voting for all its
members. This, said Mr. Iverson, will
give the women their chance to vote,
but it will make each family circle a
political debating society.

Appointment of the Board of Police
Commissioners and the Board of Po-
lice Examiners is to be taken from
the Governor and placed in the hands
of the Mayor of the city under the
Ritchie administration bill drawn to
redeem this pledge in the Democratic
platform. The bill, introduced in the
Senate, is so drawn as to deny o
Mayor Broening the power 1o name
the first set of police executives, even
should the act become effective. Its
provisions will not become operative
under any circumstances until after
acceptance by the voters of the city at
a referendum election to take place
next fall, and it is specifically provided
that if the act is ratified the first ap-
pointments shall be made by the
mayor to be elected in 1923.

Unless Governor Ritchie, im his
budget, provides for the refund of
liquor license fees covering the period
of November 1, 1919, to May 1, 1920,
those who have paid the fees will
lose, for the House of Representatives

killed the Burke bill providing for
such refund after the Ways and Means
had reported unfavorably on it be-
cause of the budget -provision.

The merit of the refund plan was
not brought into guestion, the action
of the House being based on the law,
which permits private. claims to be
paid without being incorporated in the
budget, provided the bill also covers
the raising of the money to pay such
claims.

Mr. Buck also introduced a bill elim-
inating from the city old-age pension
list all employes earning $1,000 dollars
or more annually.

Not to be outdone by Cumberland,
which has asked for permission to
{ssue bonds to the amount of more
than $1,000,000 for improvements, Ha-
gerstown is now seeking authority for
a bond issue for a new and more ex-
tensive sewerage system and for the
sale of certain lands not needed for
sewerage purposes.

Senator Eppler and Minority Floor
Leader Simmons in the House offered
similar copies of a bill designed to re-
peal the so-called declarations of in-
tent provisions of the election law.
This move is to abclish the require-
ment that, before gualifying as a voi-
er in this State, anyone coming inte
Maryland from another Staie shall,
before the clerk of tne court, make
tormal declaration of his intention to

become a citizen here, and is in re-
demption of one of the pledges of

the Republican platform.

changes proposed in the existing law
include a raising of the weekly rate o!

compensation from one-half to tLwo-
thirds of the wage, with a maximum

of $15. Compensation in cases of loss
of hearing and in cases of serious dis
figurement of the worker, whether o1
not liability results is also suggested
The “waiting period” before assess
ment of benefits is reduced to thre«
days instead of the present two weeks

Senator Eppler introduced his *‘blue
sky” law, designed to break up wild
cat security promotion in Maryland.
The bill is drastic and its provisions
are to be enforced by a state securi-
ties commission.

Senator Eppler, of Allegany, intro-
duced in the Senate his “blue sky
law.” voluminous in bulk and drastic
in its provisions, aimed at the flotation
»f worthless stock, such as was recent-
ly revealed by the “sucker list”
brought to light by the Baltimore
Grand Jury.

The measure creates a State Se-
curities Commission consisting of the
State Baak Commissioner, who is to
be president, the Attorney General, or
one of his assistants, and the State In-
surance Commissioner. Headquarters
of the Commission are to be in Balti-
more and annual reports are to be
made to the Governor.
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The House agreed on & message to
the Senate asking that body to join
with it in extending an invitation tc
United States Attorney General
Palmer to address a joint meeting of
the two branches of the Assembly on
certain Federal laws. The message
was introduced in the House by Dele-
zate Roberts, of Prince George’s coun-
ty, and asks that the Senate and
House each appoint two members to
visit Washington and extend the in-
vitation,

The wittiest speech made in the
House this session was made by the
Rev. William E. Bird, chaplain, who
was leaving that post.

After thanking the members for
their courtesy and attention during
the period he officiated, and after pay-
ing tribute in flowery phrases to Har-
ford county, the home of Speaker
Tydings, whom he had known since
boyhood, he invited the members to
visit him at his home.

“I do not promise always that Meth-
odist preacher’s favorite dish,
chicken,” he said, “but if I have any-
thing more fowl it will be two chick-

ens "

Dr. Bird also remarked that, though
he had presided at larger gatherings,
including Masonic conclaves, his serv-
ice in the House was the first time he
had ever prayed for so many lawyers.

Governor Ritchie is going to know
the individual members of the legis-

lature, and the members are going to

know him bef@e the present session
ends. If this does not come to pass
it is hardly going to be the fault of
the Executive. In his desire to come
into personal touch with the men who
form the wheels of the legislative ma-
chine, the Governor is informally en-
tertaining the senators and delegates
at the Executive Mansion from day to
day. Scarcely a day passes that some
of the members are not }uncheon or
dinner guests.

The Governor will, this week, when
he presents his budget bill for the
consideration of the lawmakers, ap-
pear in person before them. The
budget bill provisions and the influ-
ences which controlled the inclusion
of specific items or the cutting down
or disallowing of others will be ex-
plained in person and not in the usual
formal written message. The custom
has been, when a message from the
Executive was received, for some
member to get up and gravely, with
verbal display of respect for the Ex-
ecutive, move that “so much be con-
sidered the reading of the message”
after the first paragraph had been
mumbled by the reading clerk. and to
urge that the message be journalized
“jn its entirety, that the members may
have opportunity to read it through
carefully, in view of its great im-
portance.” All very nice, except that
few members have been known to
avail themselves of the opportunity.

The administration bill creating the
war records commission to complete
the work of collecting and compiling
the records of Marylanders in the war,
begun by the Maryland Council of De-
fense, was introduced in the House.

The Council of Defense is about to
be dissolved, the bill states, and the
work of completing the war record of
the State must be carried out, there-
fore a commission of five members,
one of whom is to be the commander
of the Maryland Department of the
American Legion, is authorized. The
members of the commission are to
serve without pay.

Apnapolis. — The name of Mrs.
Edgar Brown, of Lanham, was one of
four submitted to the Governor by the
Prince George's county delegation,
from which list a member of the Coun-
ty School Board is to be chosen. This
is the first time a woman has been
recommended for this position. Mrs.
Brown is said Lo be well qualified to

serve in this capacity.

Hagerstown. — Announcement was
made of the sale of the Daily Even-
ing Mail to the Herald Publishing
Company, publishers of the Morning
Herald. The Mail was owned and op-
erated by the heirs of the late Gov.
Williamg T. Hamilton. The Mail will
be published in the evening as here-
tofore, and will remain Democratic.
