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State Followed Guidance With
Increasing Reluctance.

'TRIED TO USURP POWER.

Says He Felt Secretary Took Orders
in Paris Reluctantly and Since Then
Has Apparently Sought to Fore-
stal! Judgment of Executive.

Washington.—Robert Lansing retir-
ed from the office of secretary of
state under sensational eircumstances,
involving personal differences with
"resident Wilson,

Correspondence beiween the Presi-

! dent and his secretary of state, made

public tonight, shows that the Presi-
dent accused Secretary Lansing of at-

tempting to usurp the executive au-
thority and of being out of harmony
with the views and suggestions of the
President.

Smarting under these accusations,
Mr. Lansing tendered his resignation
to the President, who accepted it.

Frank L. Polk, under secretary of
state, will be made secretary of state,
ad interim, to act until President Wil-
son appoints a successor to Robert
[L.Lansing.

The circumstances of Mr. Lansing’s
retirement sharply recall the quarrel
between President Benjamin Harrison
and James G. Blaine, which resulted
in Mr.
from the secretaryvship of state.
Blaine was succeeded in that office
by General John W. Foster, the father-
in-law of Mr, Lansing.

In all its features the resignation of
Mr. Lansing is equally sensational
with that of William J. Bryan, who
left the ecabinet in June, 1915, and
was succeeded by Mr. Lansing, who
had been counselor of the state depart-
ment.

While the correspondence made pub-

lic shows that Mr. Lansing’s resigna-:

tion was tendered as an outcome of
dissatisfaction on the President’'s part
with the action of Mr. Lansing in call-
ing cabinet meetings without consult-

. ing the President, it is also disclosed

that fhere had been strained relations,
o  that wmounted to sdraived 14la-
tions, hetween the President and the
secretary for more than a year.

The whole story Is embraced in two
sentences from the correspondence
which was made publie,

“If, however,” wrote the secretary
of state in response to a note of in-
quiry as to his motives and reasons
for calling the ecabinet together, “you
think that I have failed, in my loyalty
to vou and if you no longer have con-
fidence in me and prefer to have an-
other conduct our foreign affairs, I
am, of course, ready, Mr. President,

to relieve vou of any embarrassment |

by placing my resignation in your
hands.” |

“This affair, Mr. Secretary,” re-

' plied the President, *“only deepens a

feeling that was growing on me.

While we were still in Paris, I felt |

and have felt increasingly ever since,
that you accepted my guidance and di-
rection on questions’ with regard to
which I had to instruet you with in-
creasing reluctance, and since my re-
turn to Washingion I have been struck
by the number of matters in which
yvou have apparently tried to fore-
stall my judgment by formulating ac-
tion and merely seeking my ap-
proval when it was impossible for me
to form an independent judgment be-
cause I had not had an opportunity
to examine the circumstances with any
degree of independence.

“I. therefore, feel that Irmust frank-
ly take advantage of your Kkind sug-
gestion that if I should prefer to have
another to conduct our foreign affairs
you are ready 1o reileve me of any
embarrassment by placing your resig-
nation in my hands.”

John Barton Payne was born at
Pruntytown, Fauquier county, Va,
sixty-four years ago. He was admitted
to the bar when twenty-one vears old,

and the following year was elected

chairman of the Democratic County
Committee. He was appointed a spe-
cial judge of the Cirecuit Court of
Tucker county, West Virginia, three
vears later, and in 1880 was elected
mayor of Kingwood, W, Va. He moved
to Chicago after one year as mayor,
and he was known in that city as one
of the ablest lawyers of Chicago.

In 1893 he was elected on the Demo-
cratic ticket a judge of the Superior
Court ¢f Cook county, where he served
for five yvears. In 1902 he became a
member of the law firm of Winston,
Pavne, Strawn & Shaw,

During the war Judge Payne was
general counsel to the United States
Shipping Board, and later Secretary
McAdoo requested him to act as gen-
eral counsel to the rallroad adminis-
tration. He acted in both capacities
for some time.

DANGER OF CRASH

Absorption Here of High Grade
Foreign Securities Furnishes
Credit for Reconstruction.

HOW EUROPE AIDED U. S.

Last of Floating Loan Retired—Treas-
ury in Strong Position, but Secre-
tary Warns against Extrava-
gance by Congress.

Washington.—Confidence that FKEu-
rope’s monetary problems will be set-
tled satisfactorily was exressed by
Secretary Houston in a review of the
international financial situation.

This country is constantly furnish- |
ing Europe capital with which to re-
construct the economic life of nations |
there, said Mr. Houston, explaining |
that advances are being made in the |

same way that Europe aided this coun-
try in time of depression in the past—
not by government loans so much as
by indirect methods, such as private
loans, ‘sale of surplus army equip-
ment and the absorption of high grade
investment securities offered in mar-
kets here by European holders. The
secretary estimated that Europe had
received approximately $4,000,000,000
from this country since the armistice
was signed.

The position of the United States
Treasury was said by the secretary to
be very strong, the redeeming of the
last issue of “loan” certificates of in-
debtedness, about $60,000,000, leaving
no outstanding floating loan in the
sense of short term certificates re-
quiring to be refunded at maturity.
Tax certificates outstanding amount to
$2.935,949,500, all of which will be
paid by forthcoming income and profits
taxes.

Altogether, Secretary Houston de-
clined to agree with the pessimistic
view of some public men, who forecast

a financial crash, and asserted that |

while there were many difficulties still

to be overcome, there was nothing In |

the situation to be regarded as ex-
tremely grave,

The rapid reduction of government
expenditure and realization of the sur-
plus stocks accumulated for war pur-
poses have been important factors in
making possible the reduction of the
floating debt and the gross debt of the

government in the last five months, he |

said.

Congress should embark upon new ex-
pendtiures on a large scale.

In that connection it is interesting
to observe that the depression in high
grade investment securities in this
country at the present time is, to a
very important extent, the result of
heavy selling of such securities in our
markets from foreign sources. This,

as Secretary Glass said in his annual |

report, is one of the processes which
is stimulated by the very position of
the exchanges which it tends to cor-
rect. By absorbing these high grade
investment securities the American
people are furnishing capital to Eu-
rope at a time of Europe’s need and
are giving this help in just the way
that Europe helped America in the
period of America’s growth and of her
own monetary troubles,

In the dayvs of the infancy of the

Republic, in the days of our Civil War |

and of the period of reconstruction
after the Civil War, of the monetary
panics which we suffered at frequent
intervals until the establishment of
our Federal Reserve System, America
suffered greatly for lack of capital and
credit and because of her depreciated
currency, and later her inelastic cur-
rency. In those days Europe came to
America’'s aid, not by government
loans, not with any comprehensive
plan, but by the investment of private
capital upon attractive terms in Amer-
ican enterprises.

DECIDE TO DELAY
ALL ARMY BONUSES

Majority Leaders in Congress to
Await Better Economic
Conditions.

Washington.—Republican leaders of
the senate and house in conference vir-
tually determined to insist on the post-
ponement for one or two years Or un-
til the present large government ex-
penditures can be reduced of all leg-
islation providing for the granting of
bonuses or other aid to service men.
It is expected similar action will be
taken on the question of universal mil-
itary training because of the present
need for economy.

The attitude of the Republicans is
not one of hostility toward the proposi-
tion, it was emphasized, hbut the unan-
imous belief that the state of govern-
mental finances absolutely prohibits
any legislation along this line at pres-
ent.

Reports that the American Legion's
representatives are planning to press
their demands for a soldier bonus and
the approval of universal military
training were partly responsible for
the action. Likewise there are many

members of both parties who have:

been urging this legislation, as shown
by the number of bills introduced.

The position of the Republican lead-
ers will be presented to the legion rep-
resentatives, and because of the pres-
ent financial situation confidence is ex-
pressed on both sides of the Capitol
that the service men will agree to the
postponement, inasmuch as a virtual
pledge will be given to grant the aid
in the form of a cash or bond bonus or
loans to buy farms and homes when
the treasury is in position to stand the
appropriation necessary.

At the conferencc the congressional
leaders emphasized that gll danger of

another popular loan has not passed.

Unless expenditures can be kept very
closely within revenues no other
course except £ loan is seen. The
largest reductions, as Mr. Mondell has
stated, will be in the army and navy
appropriation bills.

HIS NOTE NOT AN ULTIMATUM

America Will Net Withdraw From
All Participation In Treaty Ar-
rangements If Proposed Com-
promise Is Insisted Upon.

Washington.—Decided objection te
recognition of a settlement of the .
Adriatic question on lines repugnan# .
to those agreed upon in the Treaty of -
Versailles and not reconciliable with *
the principles embodied in the four
teen points of President Wilson was
expressed by the United States in the
recent note to the Allied governmenta,

The note was not a threat to with-
draw from participation in European
affairs, it was said officlally at the
White House, but said that this
country could not be & party to the"
disposition of Fiume as agreed upom <+
by the Allied premiers without com-
sulting the United States and conse
quently would not concern itself with
the questions involved, including the
policing of the Adriatic, if the settle-
ment were enforced on the gFovern»
ment of Jugo-Slavia. :

The next step of the Washington
government waits on the reply of the
Allied premiers to the American note.

' 'The interesting suggestion was made

in official quarters that the United
States might cease its European re
lief work which the Allies have bees
anxious this country should continue,
to keep down unrest if a modification
of the peace treaty were put into el
fect which the United States would
regard as contrary to the principle of
self determination.

The facts which influenced the De
partment of State in framing the new
American note were as follows:

December 9 last, at a meeting of
the Supreme Council in Paris a set-
tlement of the Adriatic question was
agreed upon, which to become ef:
fective required acceptance by both
the Ialian and the Jugo-Slav govern-
ments. The basis of this, in brief
was the cresation of a buffer state of
Fiume and adjacent territory, and
America, as represented by Undes
Secretary Polk, was a party to the
arrangement.

After the withdrawal from Europe
of the American Peace Commission-
ers and while the Adriatic issue was
still a subject of discussion betweem
the principal, a meeting was held
in London of the Entente premiers
Lloyd George, Clemenceau and Nittl,
and an entirely new plan was drawa
up without participation by Ameriea
and forwarded in the shape of an ultf-
matum of the Jugo-Slav governmendt.
The basis of this was the recognitioa
of Italy’s title to much of the eastexm
coast of the Adriatic and Dalmatia,
and there were other substantial ad-
ditions to Italian claims which did
not agree in principle with the orig
inal understanding.

The latest American note was ia
the nature of a protest against this
method of procedure. It was not an
ultimatum or a threat, but polinted
out that if persisted in this would
leave the United States in the pesi-
tion of being expected to ratify a
treaty which confirmed boundary
lines beyond readjustment which 1t
already had declared to be wrong.

SNOW FALLS IN MEXICO CITY.
